Whither are we drifting? Eight boards or
comimissions have been appointed in various de-
partnients since the outbreak of war anq have a
total of 10.020 employees, we are told in a re-
turn tabled in the House of Commons for W, K.

Writing and warning ‘us of the serious con-
sequences of auch a policy, a contributor to the
Quarterly Review declares that a Government
which budaets for an increase in officialdom
must he suspect, by reason of that fact alone.

Whatever power also goes to the State,
or to a board is taken from you—you the in-
dividual, or family, or farm, or business.

What is left? Parliament, Press, the Judi-
ciary. But these are not always easily invoked
in time to prevent evils and injustices. Sup-
pose totalitarianism beaten on the field, but suc-
cessfully invading our own lives—let in by our
naive enthusiasts for planning? Can genuine
democrats be pro-bureaucrat? They cannot
consistently be collectivists,

Liberty and dignity are antipathetic to over-
government.  Over-inspection and supervision
are morbid signs of the disease or old age of a
society, harbingers of the end. ;

A civil service should be kept numerically
in bounds; trained to be elastic and human, to
be “civil” and “servants,” living for the people
and not the people for them.,

We must not now embrace in ignorance this
lower form of society, after our great history of
religion and freedom. It would be fantastic to
exhaust ourselves to beat German and Japanese
forces as prelude to adopting and Canadianizing
a National Socialism which already is forming
among us. For there are kinds of opinion now
here which have no more suspicion than have
Hitler, Tojo, or Mussolini that man is a living
soul, that thought and worship are superior to
the State, that governments are God's vassals
a3 much as the common man is.

Prince Edward Island Reviewed

The annual review just issued by the Mone-
wary Times, Toronto, ls of particular interest,
inesmuch as it contains an article by Premier
Campbell on “Results Through a War Year in
Prince Edward Island.” The war year refer-
red 4o is, of course, the year 1042, and it is a
matter of pride that our achievements in farm
and fishery production, in active service en-
lstments, etc., as outlined by the Premier, should
be 30 substantial,

There has been, he writes, an increase of 3

cent in butter production, of 32 per cent
in cheese production; marketable hogs are up
from 45,000 to 60,000, sheep flocks increased
fully 25 per cent; day-old chicks over 100 per
cent. There has been a tremendous increase
numerically and in the quality of our poultry
products which now rank, both for eggs and
dressed poultry on a percentage basis the high-
ost in Canada. Also, we lead all of Canada in
percentage of Grade A hog carcases. We have
achieved a substantial increase in the number
of female cattle held over for breeding pur-
poses; also a slight increase in horse breeding,
accompanied by a material improvement in
quality, ’

The Premier notes that some of our pure-
bred stock made outstanding records in the show
rings, and in livestock sales here and in dif-
ferent parts of Canada and the United States;
also that our Province is a tuberculosis disease
free area for cattle and that last year on regular
test out of the first 31,000 cattle tested there
were only six that reacted, and these were im-
mediately slaughtered.

He refers to the exceptionally good potatn
crop, the active demand existing at good prices,
and the fact that none of the crop is shipped
without rigid inspection for quality,

He cites the progress made in the fishery in-
dustry, the increase in canning of chicken had-
die, clams, mussels, mackerel and herring, the
gathering of Irish moss, and the high prices
obtained for lobsters. He estimates that this
year about 4,500 barrels of the famous Mal-
peque oysters will be shipped from the Pro-
vince,

It is regrettable that in this otherwise excel-
lent article, no reference to our transportation
problem appears. A good opportunity was miss-
ed of drawing the attention of all Canada to
the fact that this Province, so important to the
war effort on the food front, is badly in need
of a new car ferry steamer, and of drydock
facilities to keep it in condition,

“Furthermore, 1 find it very peculiar to hear
the Prime Minister speaking about isolationism.
I wondered whether he did not remember wha:
he and his colleagues have been telling the peo-
ple of Quebec during the last 25 years. I do
not hesitate to declare that, considering the at-
titude of the Liberal Party during this period
of time, no member of that party has the right
to accuse any one from the Province of Quebec
of isolationism,”
