Southern
Saskatchewan, which last year suf-
fered severely from drought, is in
good shape this year, generally
speaking, and the people are show-
ing a remarkable display of courage
in  their determination to stick
things out.

“In all sections of the West, peo-
ple have adjusted themselves to
present economic conditions. Every
economy which can be effected in
farming practices seems to be in
use. The harvesting of the pro-
mised heavy crop will, of course,
bring about a heavy railroad move-
ment of wheat to the lakehead and
seaboard and this will help the un-
employment situation by providing
work for the necessary train crews
and other workers required.
