Alcohol, cther, cbloroform or gaso-
line are the ordinary solvents, and
should not be used near a fire or in-
tense heat. Apply with a piece of the
same material if youcan, and rub
from the outside of the grease spot
in toward the center to prevent the
apreading of the grease. Place a blot-
ter under the piece of material which
you are cleanirng.
