General Mobilization in Progress
and Includes Men up to 50. Total
Strength will be 750,000. Greece

SOFIA, Sept. 24.—Although partial
mobilisation of the Bulgarian army
has been announced here as imminent,
it is now general and comprises all
reserves since 1886, thus including
men approaching the fiftieth year. The
total Bulgarian forces, including Mace-
donians, will likely reach 700,000, In
these are not included, so far, un-
trained men and the small class which
is exempt from taxation. Save for an
outburst of enthusiasm in the Bul-
garian capital, all is quiet.

|{24.—An article which may throw some
.light on the Bulgarian mobilisation,
appears in the Mir, which asks what
Bulgaria will do if the Germans appear
on its frontiers, since a German in-
vasion in Serbia will be attempted.
Replying to its own . question, the
paper says:

“It would mean the Bulgarians
must allow the undisputed passage of
,German troops through their country.
If the Bulgarians consented, without
making common cause, with Germany,
then they would be unable to refuse
the same privilege to the Russians,
who might disembark at Varna (on
|the west shore of the Black Sea). Then
could meet to
fight on Bulgarian territory to decide
the fate of the country and people, if
not the fate of the whole war.

“Thus Bulgaria would emerge
ruined, like Belgium,.--moreover, -her
honour would be lost. If the Bulgar-
ians joined, and the Germans should
'they triumph, then Bulgaria would
ihe a vassal state of Germany and
Austria.” :

The Mir urges an agreement with
the Quadruple Entente on the ground
that Bulgaria will be overrun with
{Germans, if Serbia is invaded.

MILAN, Sept. 24.—Additional de-
tails of the recent interview between
King Ferdinand of Bulgaria and a
number of opposition leaders are giv-
en in a despatch from a Sofia corres-
pondent at Corriere, Delta Sera, who
states he received information from a
trustworthy source in Nish,

The Bulgarian statesmen who went
to the King representing opposition
parties spoke plainly to him one by
one, They protested against the ruin-
ous policy of throwing Bulgaria into
the arms of Germany and attacking
Serbia, stating that it was contrary
to popular sentiment and to the in-
tgrests of Bulgaria, They warned
the King they held him responsible
for the disastrous policy of 1913 (Bul-
garia’s defeat in the second Balkan
war), which they called “criminal
folly.” They protested solemnly
against the present policy of making
common cause with Germany against
Russia, Bulgaria’s friend and libera-
tor, saying it would be ruin to the
country and King Ferdinand would
be responsible. All agreed demand-
ing a convocation of parliament in as
much as the ministry had only small
support of the minority and asserting
that if the Government continued its
present course disturbances of the
gravest character would be provoked.
M. Stambuliwsky, representing the
peasants, told King Ferdinand that if
he obstinately continued his policy
his dynasty and life would be imperil-
led. The King showed resentment at
the plain speaking of his visitors. He
contented himself, however, with say-
ing he would inform the Premier of
their opinions. The correspondent
said these were the precise facts re-
garding the interview though he ex-
pected the Bulgarian Government

would deny them.

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SIGNS OF BIG MOVE
IN WESTERN THEATRE

Crown Prince Reinforced by
40,000 Men in Last Ten
- Days in Argonne,

(Special to the Guardian.)

GENEVA, Sept. 24—Word has
reached here from Basel, Switzerland,
that the German Crown Prince has
received 35,000 to 40,000 reinforce-
ments in the forests of Argonne dur-
ing the past ten days. Several bat-
teries of light and heavy guns also
have been sent to him. The garrisons
at Colmar, Upper Alsace, also have
been reinforced and hundreds of sol-
diers are hastily constructing new
trenches around the southern portion
of the town.

ANOTHER GERMAN

SUMMARY
OF WAR
SITUATION

(Special to the Guardian.)

LONDON, Sept. 24.—As a “ measure
of elementary prudence,” Greece has
ordered the mobilisation of naval and
military forces. Thus the action of
Bulgaria in making military prepara-
tions has brought the last remaining
Balkan State under arms, for Rou-
mania, while not fully mobilised, for
some time has had troops ready for
emergency. ‘What plans Bulgaria
really his in mind, what Greece and
Roumania will do when these plans
mature, are still matters of specula-
tion. One thing seems clear, however-
Bulgaria and Turkey, for so many
year sworn enemies, have composed
their differences. The successes
which the Russian General Ivanoff has
been having in Galicia and Volhynia,
it is considered in miltary quarters
here, may still have an influence in
more than one way in the Balkans.
General Ivanoff has been so success-
ful that German Field Marshal Von
Mackenzen, who is fighting north of
Pripet marshes, eastward of Brest-
Litovk, has, according to a German
official report, been compelled to with-
draw his lines somewhat, as it is in
danger of being encircled. While the
Austrians have been driven back
across the Styr and, according to one
account, have evacuated the fortress
of Lutsk, in the Volhynian triangle of
fortresses, which they captured during
the great drive, these successes, which
extend to the Roumanian frontier,
would, in the opinion of military ob-
servers here, serve to ease the situa-
tion on the Roumanian flank should
Roumania join the Russians, and in
addition might well prevent the
Austro-Germans from sending an army
which it is estimated must consist of
at least half-a-million men to make an
attack on Serbia. In the centre the
Russians are still falling back, while

“fin-the north Field Marshal Von Hin-

denburg continues to make progress
with his offensive against Dvinsk,
although at a much slower rate than
formerly, as the Russians are stiffen-
ing their resistance. East of Vilna
the Germans admit a temporary check,
during which they lost guns to the
Russians. There has been a con-
tinuation of the furious artillery
struggle in the west. According to a
Berlin official report the British attack
south of La Bassee canal broke down
under German fire. After a fortnight's
comparative inactivity, during which
they sank only five British merchant
ships, German submarines again are
on the move off the Irish coast. Since
Tuesday they have sent five British
steamers to the bottom.

“Even Mr. Hoover's wonderfully effi-
cient neutral committee cannot feed
one and a half million destitute peo-
ple on less than five pence per head
per -day, which amounts to no less
sum than £218,570 ($1,092,850) per
week.

“I am convinced that the city of
London will not rest content until it
has taken the place it usually occu-
pies in every really great benevolent
movement,”
