“Greater Love Hath No Man Than
This, That A Man
Life,” etc. So at the age of 26 years
John William  Mc¢Donald, bravely
fought and nobly died, in Liverpool
Military Hospital, of wounds received
on the battlefield in Belgium, May 26,
1915. Born at Bradalbane, P. E. I,
son of the late Donald and Mrs. Isa-
bele McDonald, at the age of sixteen
he first entered Prince of Wales Col-
lege, Charlottetown, and was success-
ful in securing a 2nd Class Teacher's
License. After teaching school at
Springfield for two yvears he again at-
tended P. W. College, this time pass-
ing in the first class. In August of
that year he went West, where he
tanght school in British Columbia for
three years and for two years prev-
jous to August last he was engeged in
the study of law in the city of Vancou-
ver. When his King called for men
to defend our Empire and all that
good men hold dear, he manfully ans-
wered: Here am 1. Send me. Brave-
ly enduring all the hardships with the
first contingent without a single com-
plaint. Through all the unpreced-
ented weather conditions on Salis-
bury Plain, patiently training for the
day they might hecome fit to face the
foe and for sixteen days on constant
duty when the “Canadians saved the
situation.”

God’s day of wrath could not be
worse;

The sky rained fire, .

The earth rolled like the sea,

And yet for hours in vain their fury

post. »

Civilians they had been a year before,

Yet one division fought a German
host,

And held them from the English Cha-
nel shore,

Four days and nights it seemed would
néver end.

They laughed at death and died for
freedom’s sake;

Sheer weight of numbers made the
thin line -bend,

The German Army could not make it
break.

Early in life he became a member
of Summerfield Presbyterian Church,
in which church on June 6th a ser-
vice was held in honor of his memory
conducted by the pastor, Rev. George
Irvin, assisted by Rev. L. J. Leard,
(Methodist), who so kindly changed
the hour of service in his own church
and so sweetly sang that comforting
golo “Up There Sometime We’'ll Un-
derstand.”

The Church was filled with those
who out of sympathy for the bereav-
ed and admiration for the deceased,
came a considerable distance. He
leaves to mourn, (but not as those
who have no hope) his widowed moth-
er, two sisters and two brothers, An-
nie (Mrs. Hugh F. McKay) and Jean-
etta for the last year teacher at North

The sorrowing ones at home have
been the recipients of many letters of
sympathy not only from the King and
Queen, Premier Borden, General

While in Vancouver he attended
St.’ Andrews Church, the pastor Rev.
R. J. Wilsen, M. A., writing of him
says, Dear Mrs. McDonald:-Word has
just come to me of the great sorrow
which has come to you in the heroic
death of your son he was on of our
most respected, loved and useful
young men in St. Andrews Church
perhaps also you will let’ me say
what a high place Jack held in the es-
teem and affection of a very large
circle of friends in Vancouver, He was
a splehded young man. Strong and
wholesome and he exerted a very
wise influence even beyond his years
among the young men of Vancouver
and if he had been spared he would
have taken a large place in his Pro-
fession. Another friend writes- 1
know how well you loved Jack and
how great a favorite he was with al
the members of your family. “Jack,”
as I called him, was just as popular
in Vancouver with all who knew him
as he was at home. Jack was perhaps
the best liked of all the young men
who took an interest in Literary and
debating Societies and Young Peop-
les meetings. He was well known both
in St. Andrews Congregation and out-
side of it.

sially or otherwise and, while mali--

ire made, it must be considered that
they are made with the object of dam-
1ging the Company’s business and in-
luring its name and reputation. The
Jompany is therefore prepared to
.ake such legal steps as are necessary
to protect itself against the further
rirculation of any such reports.

KT BATILE FRONT

The following letter has been Tre-
ceived by Mrs. Archd. Bell of Wood
Islands from her adopted son who is
now fighting in France:

Dear Mother—Received your —wel-
come letter yesterday, sorry to hear
you have been ill, hope you are well
by this time, I have not been sick &
day since I left Valcartier and never
felt better jn my life. Well I suppose
you hear lots of war news these days,
in the seige of  Ypres our 10th  bat-
talion led the charge and the 15th bat-
talion reinforced us at Yyres and took
the guns back from the Germans, after
the battle was over. You ought to see
the city of Ypres, nothing left but old
bricks, the big chapel is gone. Every
town the Germans can fetch is the
first thing they make for is the chapel
and the churches and knocks them
over any way. They started on the
22nd of April to do it right, and all
you could see was women, kids and
old men beating it , some carrying
away their stuff on wheels and on
their backs, it was flerce,nothing left
but ruins, and dead civilians, dead
horses, dogs and cats all over the
place. When the shell started whist-
ling all around us it made you think
it was any place but this world. You
don’t look for a dry place to take cov-
er, you just take the first place you
see. When I first heard the shells 1
didn”t know what it was but I soon
found out. We have a piece of a Ger-
man shell that bursted in Ypres, the
blacksmith is using it for an anvil.
So you can imagine the size. Our avia-
tors do good work and we see them
up in the air and the shells bursting all
around them. They have their nerve
right with them. I don’t mind these
shells now like I did first because if
you are going to get hit you will get
hit anyhow and we have been very
lucky so far. We have lost only two
horses so we can’t kick. There was a
German shell just hit over around our
batteries. I can see the smoke from
where 1 am  writing this letter. I
don’t think the war will last much
longer. Well I have written about all
1 can think of at present. What bat-
talion is John Stewart in. 1 may look
him up when he gets back from the

hospital. Remember me to everybody

ORANGE AND RHUBARD JAM

Remove the rind from eight sweet
oranges. Boil it in water until it
is tender. Drain, scrape off tha
white part, and cut  the remainder
into narrow strips. Clear the oranges
as much as possible from: any adher-
ing white pith, break into pieces, and
seed. Cut up four 1bs. of rhubarb.
Place with the oranges in a presery-
ing pan, and cook over a gentle heat
for three quarters of an hour. Add
four pounds of sugar and the cut rind,
Boil until the jam sets when tested
in.the usual way.
