Our Educational Outlook

That was an inspiring review and fore-
cast of education in the Province given by Mr.
Lloyd Shaw, Director of Education, at this
week’s conference. Mr. Shaw is an optimist,
but a practical one. He sees the deficiencies in
our present system, and is doing his level best
to have them remedied. Perhaps he is a little too
hopeful with respect to the institution of higher
schools throughout the Province, but much bet-
ter to aim high than have no objective at all.
The sum and substance of our educational prob-
lem is money. Hitherto we have not had the
wherewithal to adequately provide for the edu-
vational needs of succeeding rising generations,
and unless relief is brought from Ottawa as the
result of the present conference it will continue
to be so. It takes money to provide accommo-
dation, equipment, and competent idstruction,
and in the rural communities that money is not

with respect to the “supply for domestic con-
sumption, the production ' recommended for
cheddar cheese in 1946 has been set at 180 mil-
lion pounds. This amount would provide for the

Reference 4s ‘'made in the report to the
fact that Prince Edward Island was the only
province showing an increase in egg produc-
tion last year. The quantity of eggs available
for export in 1946, -after allowing for a con-
tinued heavy domestic use due to meat rationing,
is estimated at 93 million dozen. Lighter chick
hatches . in 1945 as compared with 1944, will
be reflected in reduced poultry marketings in
comparison with the peak figure of 315 million
pounds in 1944. A contract had been made
with the United States Government for a large

this was cancelled with the close of the Pacific
war. The 1046 outlook for poultry meat is
somewhat uncertain. Should meat rationing re-
main in effect a continued high level of domes-
tic demand may be -anticipated.

In potatoes, the recommendation. envis-
ages “a normal situation of reasonably small
exports and imports.” For canning crops, it is
regarded as likely that renewed export outlets
will be found for some of these products of
the 1946 and subsequent packs.
