Outskating and outshooting their
rivals in a game which brought but
few flashes of good hockey, the
Abegweit Intermediates gained a
3-1 victory over the Montague Prim-
roses in the second game of the In-
termediate League series at the
Forum last evening.

after Count Uchida had been in-
formed that the League had virtu-
ally abandoned efforts to ohtain a
conciliatory settlément of the dis-
pute with China, It was generally
