Libyan Allies

Colonel Lawrence of Arabia. were he alive
today, would have been interested in the news
quo!'ed by a London correspondent, that the
powerful Senussi tribe of North African desert
fighters are now on our side. :

Equipped with suitable arms and trained by
British officers, these hardy Arabs are en-
thusiastically co-operating with our desert forces
against Rommel’s mixed German-Italian com-
mand. In the last war, armed by the Germans
who carried supplies to them by U-boats, the
Senussi were against the Allies, chiefly because
the Italians;who were then, of course, with the
Allies, had interfered with their established
trade routes through the desert. Now, howcvey,
they realize that they are fighting for their
desert freedom and against the Italians, whose
attitude to the Arab people has incensed them
greatly.

The Senussi are one of the most numerous
and powerful of the Arab tribesmen, and claim
direct descent, through their founder, Sheik Es
Senussi, dating back to 1830, from Fatima,
daughter of Mahomet.

Has King Disunited Canada?

Under the above heading the Montreal Gazette
has a trenchant editorial comment on the plebis-
cite results, which we quote:

“A Quebec self-isolated from the rest of the
Dominion, a Quebec which has to all intents and
purposes voted itself out of the company of
Allied Nations, with all that such a vote implies—
this {s the situation which confronts Canada’s
Prime Minister, and it is his work., While the
rest of the Dominion was crying out for total
war, while English-speaking ‘newspapers, The
Gazette among them, were urging the Govern-
ment to wage total war and were being abused
and vilified for so doing, Premier King was
holding to a pledge which during the plebiscite
campaign he frankly acknowledged to be re-
strictive and dangerous. Forced by public opin-
ion to at least clear the way for compulsory
overseas military service he devised his plebis-
citt—and split the country into two irreconcil-
able camps, With painstaking effort he created
a Frankenstein, and it has devoured him.

“With party political eyes always fastened
upon this province Mr, King chose to ignore the
true voice of the Dominion. He found en-
couragement in the defeat of the Rt. Hon, Ar-
thur Meighen in South York and in the pre-
sumed discomforture of Premier Hepburn of On-
tario, who chose to put country before party and
endorsed the Conservative Leader, There is ne
comfort obtainable from those sources now.
South York,-which was induced—by means with
which most people are now familiar —to reject
Mr. Meighen, subscribed emphatically to ‘the
overwhelming verdict rendered by Ontario on
Monday. Premier Hepburn's own riding of Elgin
provided one of the largest affirmative majori-
ties registered in the entire province, and Mr.
Hepburn has been one of the Federal Prime
Minister's most vigorous critics.  The voice of
Tawonto. and of the Province of Ontario gen-
erally, is utterly unlike the voice of Quebec to
which the ear of the Prime Minister has been
so consistently and so thanklessly turned,

“Mr., King’s disastrous attempt to protect him-
self rather than the nation with whose leader-
ship he has been entrusted may prove to have
thrown the whole scheme of Confederation oyt
of gear. Secondary, but by no means unimport-
ant results of Mr, King’s course, include . the
embarrassment of such ministers as the [on,
Louis St. Laurent, K. C., Minister of Justice,

and the Hon. C. G. Power, Air Minister, able
men both of them, real contributors to the na-
tional war effort. Some of the mud may cling to
them, and through no fault of theirs. The con-
stituencies represented by both these distingul.sh-
ed Canadians gave smashing majorities against
the release which the Government asked. They
did this notwithstanding the very earnest and
eloquent appeals made by Messrs, St. Laurent
and Power and despite the cogent arguments
which these two Ministers put forward on their
responsibility as members of the Government

“And still there is no assurance of total war.
Newspapers and public men who have asked for
it and urged it, whose position has been vindi-
cated in a national verdict, still have no guar-
antee that they will get it.”

The sentiments expressed by The Gasette
are in full accord with those voiced editorially
in The Catholic Record, published in London,
Ont., on the eve of the plebiscite. The Record
says the question is whether the people of Can-
ada “will decide to tear up the Government’s
promissory note on conscription for overseas
service or continue the stupidity of expecting
that this Dominion can fight her share in this
war with one hand tied behind her back.” The
curse of the whole controversy, it says, has been
“a befogging of the true issue through fear to
state the facts brusquely, Lack of complete
frankness has approached dishonesty and,
under the conditions of the present war, dis-
honesty is to insincerity as looting is to theft.”

The Catholic Record commends the forth-
right statement of Hon. J. L. llsley, warning
that the war situation had reached the stage
where we may lave to move our forces to one
or the other of many places if we are to defend
Canada cffectively and play our part on the
common front against a common enemy, “There
is every reason to believe,” adds the Record,
“that if this one bit of realism had been fear-
lessly announced to all the citizens of the coun-
try, large blocs of them would not have become
the dupes of little, self-seeking politicians.
They would not have been deceived by the
arguments that Canada could be saved only on
the Plains of Abraham after the bombs had
smashed the Citadel.” The plebiscite controversy,
it says, “proves beyond measure that, in times
of war, an appeal to the electorate is the wrong
way to deal with vital questions. (he
nation’s leaders must command and lead.”

The Record suggests drily to the King Gov-
ernment that “the first step towards: the unity
which is indispensable, would be another gov-
ernmental promise never to put the people of
this country in a similar position again, at
least when the nation- is fighting for its life.”
