George Bishop, unanimously de-
cided to cancel our live fox ex-
hibitlon for which we had made
considerable preparation. That it
was a deep disappointment to us
all must be admitted, but the dan-
ger of spreading the dread disease
throughout the province was jus-
tification for our action. -

“The executive committee of the
Association gave considerable
thought to the problem of prevent-
ing and combating the spread of
the distemper. The city authorities
of Summerside and Charlottetown
were contacted with a view to ob-
taining the fullest possible protec-
tion to fox ranchers by rigi® con-
trol over dogs. This was acted up-
on in a very co-operative way by
Summerside authorities but because
of the larger population and ex-
tent of the city of Charlottetown
and its limited police force it was
not possible to control and quar-
antine all the dogs affected.
“The Department of Agriculture
was asked to store in this province
a supply of Green's distemper
serum which was done and part of
this serum was used in a ranch
where there was an outbreak. As
no other ranchers desired to use
this material the balance was left
on hand and considerable mone-
tary loss was sustained. It would
appear that through the Depart-
ment of Agriculture we will have
to make some specific' arrange-
ments whereby Dr. Green's serum
can be quickly obtained or a supply
kept on hand, which can be ex-
changed from time to time. It is
a matter for congratulation that
a very small proportion of the fox
population of our Island was af-
fected with distemper although the
disease. did spread to dogs in var-
ious hamlets.

Processing Tax

“Your executive took action in
regard to the processing tax of
25% on furs put on by the Dom-
inion government. The matter
was brought to the attention of
the Hon. Mr. Iisley and cancella-
tion of this tax strongly urged.
The Canadian Federation of Ag-
riculture was asked to Intercede

These
consisted of standard silvers, white
marked silvers, platinums, platinum
silvers and pearl platinums and we
believe that our grand average was
the best of any consignment of
pelts made to any Canadian auc-
tion this year. It is also gratifying
to know that our platinums brought
excellent prices. Four of these sold
in the January sale for $220.00 each
and some of the highest prices re-
corded in the May sale were se-
cured by our pelts. All our show
pelts were marketed through ‘the
Fur Marketing Department of the
Canadian  National Silver Fox
Breeders’ Association, Summerside,

“And now we have to sound a
very sincere note of regret when
we state that the Main Building
at the Bxhibitlon Grounds which
was used to house our foxes during
live fox shows and the Paton Pav-
illion, especially built for judging
foxes were destroyed . with other
buildings on the evening of Apri'
6th. All our fox crates were burmn-
ed but fortunately we had them
insured for a falr proportion of
their value. It will be impossible
under present circumstances to
find premises as suitable for hold-
ing live shows as those destroyed,
but it will be the duty of the of-
ficers appointed at this meeting to
endeavor to find a solution of the
problem.
