A number of anti-prohibiticn pa-
pers are reprinting a doubtful state-
ment which appeared a week or . two
ag0 in the Amherst News. It may
be as well to reproduce it here cu
the spot. The extract is as follows:
‘‘A gentleman prominent in tem-
perance work, who paid a visit to
Charlottetown last week, was in our
office on Saturday and stated to us
that he was not very much impress-
ed with the prohibition as practised
in Charlottetown. It was his fiust
visit .to the capital of the *‘‘Garden
of the Gulf,” and he stated to us that
he had seen more drunkenness in
Charlottetown during the four days
he was ther¢ than he had seen in
Halifax or St. John during any of
the exhibitions that he attended in
those cities. He did not think that
the hotels sold liquor. He did not
inquire for any but there was appa-
rently no bar in either of the hotels
at which he was stopping, but evi-
dence of drinking could be seen on
every hand. From a temperance
sdandpoint, he was greatly dieap-
pointed at the number of drunks that
came under his observations while on
the Island.’”

We * have called this a doubtful
statement for several reasons. One
reason is that having been in 8t.
John during the entire duration of
the exhibition there, and in Char-
lottetown during the exhibition here,
the result of our own observations
was entirely contrary to that of the
‘‘gentleman prominent in temperaiice
work’’ who visited- the Ambherst
News. Again, from what we kinow of
‘‘gentlemen prominent in temperance
work’’ they are usually quite willing
to make any statements they may
think fit in @& jpablic way without
concealment of their identity®t And it
is & very unuswal thing for a prom-
inent = temperance man to speak
against prohibition in these days.
We would like to know who the Am-
lerst News's prominent temperance
worker is that we may, learn a little
mor¢ of him and of his work. If he
is genuine and not ashamed of his
statement or his name,
perhaps even at this late day
he will make himself known, or per-
mit the Amherst News to do so.
There are some good temperance
workers in Charlottetown who would
like to make his acguaintance and
also to ask him a few questions.
The Guardian itself would like to put
him in the witness box and make a
few inquiries.

Charlottebown as are the people of
Amherst. Again, most prominent
temperance workers who come to
this city, incidentally studying the
prohibition guestion on the spot,
usually make themselves known to
their fellow workers here. We can
find no trace of this zealous worker
.or temperance having done so.
Clearly if this man were a genuine
and prominent flemperance’ worker
and found the law working badly, or
thought so, and felt it his duty to
make a public statement.on the sub-
ject, he should have done s0 here,
on the spot and at the time, and
made himself known to the people
here. Instead of that he goes or re-
turns to Nova Scotia, and knowing
that prohibition is being much dis-
cussed there, and that anything
spokien against the Island prohibi-
tory law would give aid and comfort
to the rumsellers and anti-prohibi-
tionlists of Nova Scotia, he there
makes the statement quoted at the
head of this article.

We submit that the News’ story of
the prominent temperance worker and
his statement bears all the semblance
and earmarks of a cowardly anony-
mous attack wpon prohibition, to
which the author is ashamed or
afraid to put his name. If he will
come out into the opemn, give his
name and repeat his story we shall
know how to deal with him. If he
will not do this, or if the Amherst
News will, ot tell us who he is, then
we shall set him down as one acting
in aid of and in con’cert with the op-
ponents -of prohibition who is either
ashamed or afraid to be publicly
known in that capacity—a witness of
very little worth,
