Bishop of the Arctic
Praises Eskimo

WINNIPEG, Man., Aug. 20—Arc-
tic' citizens, white and native, of
Canada, are decent , law abiding
people, well worth working for
Right Rev. A. L. Fleming, Bishop
of the Arctic and a former rector
of Saint John, N.B, sald a few
days ago on his arrival from the
east over Canadian National Rail-
ways.

“I have a great admiration for
the white man of the north,’ Dr.
Fleming said, “not because he i3 a
relizgious man. Some of them are.
Many are not. But because he is a
real man, facing hardships with
courage.” .

The health of the Eskimo, due to
a combination of causes, is better
than it was, Dr. Fleming said. In
the first place, missionaries, the
Hudson’s Bay Company, or the R.
C.M.P. were all able to give out
destitute rations in time of epide-
mic or shortage of food, and the
Dominion .Government would re-
fund the expenditure. In the old
days the natives simply died with-
out care. Increase in hospitalizat-
fon and better medical superinten-
dence gave the natives a better
chance at healthy survival, Trad-
ing and police post staffs had some
knowledge of medicine which is av-
ailable to the sufferer, where there
was no hospital,

In Dr. Fleming's diocese, which

included all of Canada within the
Arctic Circle and dips down to the
54th parallel at Fort George, two
hospitals are operated under his
supervision, one at Pangnirtung,
Baffinland, and the other at Akla-
vik, at the mouth of the Mackenzie
River.
BEskimo youth graduating from
mission schools were being absorb-
ed into the growing life of the
North, But they “must be trained
in the North,” said Dr. Fleming.
He told of boys from the Anglican
Residential School at Shingle Point,
MacKenzie River, being taken on
as apprentices n herding the rein-
deer recently brought to that part
of the country. He saw a future
for Eskmos in this work.

Put In His Place.

The Welsh language is at pre-
sent occupying the attention of the
British Board of Education, and a
committee has been appointed to
inquire how its study may be pro-
moted.

It is all to the good thqt lang-
uages like Welsh should be care-
fully preserved, but sometimes their
advocates are apt to be a little
biased. This is particularly the case
with Cape or South African Dutch,
which is now being used as a liter-
ary language.

According to enthusiasts for “Af-
rikaans,’ as' Cape Dutch is called
by those who speak and write it,
their infant literature is as good as
