has issued a proclamation geclaring
that he has assumed the supreme
rulership of Siberia.

According to General Semenoff’s
representatives here his assump
tion of supreme power is only tem-
porary and is due to the fact that

the whereabouts of Admiral Koi-
chak is unknown.
A Bosheviki wireless despatch

from Moscow, January 10, announ-
ced Admiral Kolchak had been ar-
rested at Irktusk by Colonel Pep-
pinsyiev, who ordered Kolchak to
hand over control of all affairs,

A similar despatch several days
later confirmeq the arrest of Kol
chak. A despatch from Verkhnie-
Udinsk, trang Baikalia, dated Jan-
uary 5, but which was badly delay-
ed in transmission, only arrived
last week, said Kolchak was be-
ing held at Verkhnie-Udinsk by the
social revolutionaries who had de
manded his retirement. The de-
spatch added that the social revol-
utionaries had formeq a new gov.
ernment in that region.

As early as December 24 an-
noucement wag made that Kolchak
had retired from active command
