He could not remember very
much what happened after that,
but some hours later he found he
had lost a roll of kills, William
Richards, who was arested at the
same time as MacDonald in con-
nection with the matter, and who
is charged with the same offence,
gave evidence that he and Mac-
Donald were with Roderick Nich-
olson on the Saturday night in
question and they left him at a
house in the west end of the town.
They then drove out to St. E!-
canors and back. During the drive,
MacDonald suggested they should
take the roll of bills which they
had noticed Nicholson had that
evening when theéy arrived at the
house where they had left Nichol-
son, MacDonald. went to the barn
and returned with the money. He
divided it between them, Richards
at first being given three ten dol-
lar bills and MacDonald keeping
twenty five, consisting of two tens
and a five dollar bill. After a lit-
tle discussion MacDonald decided
to take the thirty dollars and give
witness the twenty five as he said
he was the one who had taken the
money from the man while he was
sleeping. A good deal of interest
was taken in the case. Richards
was still under cross examination
when the Court adjourned unti’

Every trader, however, has to have
his customers, and if he is a large
trader, he must have many custom-
ers or at least many consumers
of his products. His prosperity de-
pends very largely upon their pros-
perity and their possession of pur-
chasing power.

among themselves, they become
improverished and insolvent, and

The World Situation as it Affects

The year 1931 has been a period
