FOODS
Frozen vegetables have been
partially ccoked in the blanching
process in preparation for freezing.
and as freezing softens the tissue
still further, they require less cook-
ing than the fresh vegetables. When
packed dry (commercially-packed
products usually are so packed)
they should be put on to cook
while still frozen. Brine-packed |
vegetables are better if allowed tcl
thaw until the block can be casily
broken apart with a fo.k. One
exception to the rule is corn on the
cob which is dry packed and should!
be thawed before cooking. Othor-
wise the kernels will be overcook-

ed before the ccb is hot.

Cooking time vares from three
to eight minutes, depending on the
variety of vegetables, maturity and |
method of preparation.
