FOUND THE GERMANS
DEPRESSED IN VICTORY.

LONDON, Aug. 11.— Professor Ber-
nard Pares, who had been the British
official eyewitness with the Russian
armies, and is now back in London,
summed up yesterday for The Daily
Chronicle his impressions of the East-
ern compaign.

“The war in Poland has revealed
Russia at her best,” he said. “When I
left the Third army in Galicia at the
end of June the Germans were fifty
miles south of Lublin, They took a
month to get there and that's not bad
work for the Russians. When we re-
treated from Gorlice they took pre-
cious good care not to press us too
much. On one occasion a Russian
corps of 6,000 men hampered though
they were by lack of adequate aritll-
ery and munitions, actually took 7,
000 prisoners, more than they them-
selves.

“Both Germans and Austrians are
in a chronic condition of depression.
It is hardly credible, but nevertheless
true, that after their great successes
in Galicia they somehow realized
more than ever now in spite of any
temporary advantage, the fact that
they cannot win unless we choose to
lose.

“I say deliberately and emphatical-
ly that on the whole of the Russian
front, and I could go where I loked
and talk to whom I liked, I have not
seen or heard of anything brutal or
breastly done by Russian troops. They
have fought most humanely, in this
war, almost too humanely, I some-
times think.

“Quite tﬁnrt from the enthusiasm
with which the Slay populations, Pol-
es, Czechs, and Ruthenians, greeted
their appearance on the Austrian.soil,
the remarkable fact must be. recorded
that a very large number of Austrian
civilians quite voluntarily accompani-
ed the Russians when the latter were
forced to retire. Not only do they
treat the wounded Germanor Austrian
prisoner as well as their own people,
they ‘aften actually treat them better.
I had many personal illustrations of
this and of the manner in which the
sulkiness of the German attendants.
Their Stav prisoners are treated with
the greatest tolerance and often may
be seen walking with perfect freedom
in the streets.

“On the German side I was told no
such amenities redeemed the ruin of
war. Their troops were brutal, arro-
gant, and often drunk German prison-
ers, unlike Austrians, are sometimes
found so hopelessly intoxicated they
are not sober for twenty-four houre af-
ter their capture. On the other hand,
I can say with certainty that there is
not one case of drunkenness in the
whole Russian army. The drink that
Germans often  deliberately leave,
when they evacuate a town is prompt-
ly thrown into the gutters.”

AN ANCIENT TEMPLE.

The unearthing of a great temple
at Mephia, Egypt is announced by the
University of Pennsylvania Museum.
Dr. Clarence L. Fisher, Curator of the
Egyptian section of the museum, was
the leader of the KEckley B. Croxe|
jun. expedition to Egypt, which made
the discovery.

The temple, it is estimated, is of
the period of Rameses II., and was
erected about 5000 B. C. While no de-
finite data can be given out at this
time, the Egyptologists are inclined
to believe that the temple is one that
was built by Seti I., and the same one
as decribed in Herodotus.

Memphis was the oldest and the
greatest of the ancient Egyptian cit-
ies, and was noted for its art and arc-
hitecture. Dr .Fisher reported he had
collected more than 4.000 specimens
of art and curios, which would be
brought by the museum when he re-
turns to this country.

Seventh row, slip,
knit, over and narrow four times, knit
four, over, narrow, knit. Eight row,
slip, knit, over narrow, over, knit
four, over and narrow four times, knit.
Ninth row, slip, knit, over and narrow
four times, knit five, over, narrow,
knit. Tenth row, slip, knit,over, nar-
row, over, knit five, over and narrow
four times, knit. Eleventh row, slip,
knit, six over, narrow, knit. Twelfth
row, slip, knit over narrow, over
knit six, aver and narrow four times,
knit. Thirteenth row, slip, knit, over
and_narrow_four times, knit, seven,
over, narrow, knit. Fourteen row, slip,
knit, over, narrow, over, knit the re-
maining stitches plain. Fifteenth row,
cast off seven stitches, knit, ten, over,
narrow, knit, repeat from second row.

FOUR POINTS ABOUT MEAT

At least four points out to be well
understood by the woman who spends
the money for meat: How to select it
wisely, how to cook it economically,
and at the same time develop it sfla-
vor; how to serve it attractively; how
to utilize the various cuts to the best
advantage, She cannot meet these
requirements unless shie understands
the structure of meat, and something
of its chemical composition and nutri-
tive value, and the characteristics of
good meat.

Let us consider then, the structure.
The most obvious division of a piece
of meat is into bone, fat, muscle and
lean. It is the structure of this last
division which is of peculiar interest
to the woman selecting meat. This
structure may be represented crudely
by a bundle of straws such as are used
at soda water fountains. This bundle
of tubes in the case of meat is held
together by a substance known as
connective tissue, which on boiling,
yields geletin. The tubes themselves
are very minute, and of varying|
length, They are best shown in the
“stringness’ of overcooked meat, or
can be shown rather easily by cutting
corned beef “across the grain.”

The fat of meat is distributed in the
connective tissue which binds these
bundles of fibre. The walls of these
tubes are of a delicate elastic sub-
stance, andwithin these tubes are wat-
er, salts and extractives, the contents
of the tubes making what is known as
meat juice.

But stress is laid upon the structure
at this point just because upon condi-
tion of these invisible tubes depends
the explanation for these familiar
terms, tough and tender, wh des-
cribe the texture. > and cise
strengthen both the walls of the tubes
and the connective tissue. So, if a
piece of meat is taken fom a part of
the body of a mature animal that is
much exercised, as the leg of a chic-
ken, one would expect that to be less
tender than the breast, because the
legs have so much work to do. With
this principle in mind one can under-
stand why the meat lying along the
backbone and known as the tender-
loin is so named. One understands,
too, why meat of the young animals
as veal, will be softer and with less of

the etxractives and juices which give
characteristic  flavor to different
meats, Hence the statement, “calf-

meat is half meat.”

The question of the condition of the
tubes according to the age of animals
and position in the body give the rea-
son for learning the location of the
different cuts. The location of the
cut and the age of the animal influ-
ence the character of the connective
tissue, and of the bundles of fibres,
and so determine the texture of the
meat.—Woman's World.
