as we know, is only called for npw
in cases of murder.

Hanging, in the time of our
great-grandfathers, was the com-
mon penalty for many trivial of-
fences, and bred a callousness that
defeated its own ends. When the
crowd assembled to see a pick-
pocket hanged, his ' friends rifled
the pockets of the assembly. That
is an argument against using the
punishment except in extreme
cases.

The swing is in the other dir-
ection today, and there is a mis-
placed sympathy for the murderer,
while his victim is forgotten, The
alternative punishment sought by
the sympathizers, is imprison-
ment for life. It is little protec-
tion to society and no wonder M.
Shaw is dissatisfied. I recall a
front page incident in The Guard-
ian that gives point to his com-
plaint. A man and a woman were
arrested somewhere in Western
Canada, for robbery with violence.
Under police scrutiny it was re-
vealed that the man had been
sentenced, some years before, to
life-bmprisonment for  homicide.
When the excitement died down,
his friends got his sentence cut
down to twenty years. This was
again cut, by “good conduct”, to
ten years, and at the end of that
time he was released. Now he was
almost back to where he started.
One might fill this column with
such stories but one more must
suffice. In the U. S. A, a man
was convicted of murder, on the
testimony of two hospital attend-
ants who witnessed the crime. He
was glven the State's extreme
penalty—imprisonment for life. He
became a sort of “trusty” in thc
prison and had more liberty than
the other prisoners. The officials
must have been incredibly stup.d,
and careless, for he got possession
of a police revolver, walked out of
the front door, and over to the hos-
pital. When the two attendants
knocked off work and appeared in
the street, they were, shot dead!
And as there was no “capitai
punishment” the murderer was re-
turned to prison. Somebody once
said to Mr. Dooley, the Philosopher
of Arirchey Road, Chicago, “Cap-
ital Punishinent never stops mur-
derers!” And the Sage answered:
“It stops wan, annyway!”
