JUNE 23, 1941—The Red Army
vielded from six to 10 miles to the
advancing Germans in Lithuania
i and Poland.

Removals; Reduce
'London Voting

LONDON, June 21 — (CP) —
Nearly 1,000,000 fewer persons will
be entitled to vote in the 62 Lon-
don Borough constituencies in the
British general election than were
eligible in 1935 when the last na-
tional ballot was held.
Registration officials reported
that the total electorate will be
about 1,800,000 compared with just
less than 3,000,000. The drop is be-
lieved due to evacuation, removal
to work outside the metropolitan
area and the war death-toll.

The reducation is particularly

large in areas like Islington,
Camberwell, Hackney, Deptford,
Lewisham and Hammersmith

where war damage was heavy.

One of London’s big problems
in the election is to find enough
suitable polling stations. Schools
are normally used, as they are in
Canada —.but so many of Lon-
don's schools were destroyed by
bombs, particularly in the south-
east boroughs, that there is a
distinct shortage.

The organizers of political meet-
ings report difficulty, too, in find-
ing halls for their functions.
