CALGARY, Dec. 5—Calgary tax-
payers, averse to' paying nearly
$500,000 extra in exchange rates for
bonds due in New York Jan. 1 have
started court action to restrain the
city from paying for the bonds at
a premium, The action establishes
a precedent in Canada.

The amount involved is $2,346,-
177.24, On behalf of a number of
city taxpayers, City Solicitor L. W.
Brockington, has been served with
a statement of claim and it is ex-
pected the application will come
before the Alberta Supreme Court
next Monday. Mrs. Lucille Stow is
the plaintiff.

A result favorable to the plaintiff
would mean many other cities
would be forced to abide by the
decision, according to Herbert F.
