The man in the car was the son of
a wealthy land owner, named Jopes-
en, who had fallen in love with her.
. 'The Roumanian police say that the
young man, finding his advances re-
jected by the girl, who was promised
to another, induced her to go with
him on a balloon trip, and then mur-
dered her and killed bimself.
How the heads were lost from the
bodies is not explained, however.
