dent and general manager of the
Canadian National Railways, in re-
ply to an enquiry as to why the $200-
000 proposed in committee as an in-
itial expenditure this year did not
in the sup tary estim-
ates passed by Parllament a few days
ago. -

The telegram reads:

“Your telegram hotel matter: In
view of heavy hotel commitments
already in hand it was not practic-
able to undertake further expendit-
ures on this account during 1929. It
is our intention to proceed actively
lwlth ‘hotel for Charlottetown next
year if Rarliament approves and we
propose to select and secur: site
during present year. I informed a
committee which waited upon me of
our existing qbligation and probable
difficulty of arranging finances this
year. ]

Previous to receiving Sir Henry's
message, The Guardian communicat-
ed with Hon. J. A, MacDonald, M.P,,
who, upon enquiry of Hon. J.A. Robb,
Minister of Finance, was assured that
the amount for the hotel “will be
provided out of the estimate of $53,-
000,000 loans to Railways.” Sir Hen-
ry's telegram, however, clearly ime
plies that no expenditure is proposed
to be made this year.
