Chief of Police Has Selected
232 Cases From 1,500
Arrested :

WINNIPEG, Feb. 8,.—The Attorney-
General was supplied with a list of
232 names by the chief of the police
yesterday in connection with the ac-
tivity of last Sunday under the
Lord’s Day Act. These are the cas-

es in. which flats are requested per-
mitting prosecutions for alleged vio-

lations. A large aumber ol names
reported by the police were struck
oft as trivial, or as not, in his judg-
mént, constituting an offence dnder
the act. Whether this action of the
police will come within the defini-
tion of the Attorney-General that no
discrimination shall be‘made in the
matter of prosecutions will be deter-
mined later.

FRENCH SOCIETY LADIES WORK AS
NRMRY NURSES WITH THE TROOPS:

Daughters 0f High French Families Are
Working In Morocco Dainty Paris
Debutantes Wash Soldiers’ Shirts

PARIS, Feb. 8—M. de Valence, Sec
retary -general of the French Red
Cross Society, who has just arrived
in Paris, from Casa Blanca, gave
some ' interesting  information about
the work which is being accomplish-
ed in the French hospitals by a num
ber of Parisian society women.

“‘Our work is.particularly interest-
ing,” he said, ‘‘because it (s the first
time that we have ever made such an
experiment. The War Office having
accepted our offer, we sent a squad
of twelve ‘volunteer nurses to Casa
Blanca to organize and take care of
the hospital service. All of these
amateur trained nurses were women
of the very best families. For ex-
ample, one was the daughter of a
French major-general, Their names
you will notice have been scrupulous-
ly 'kept out of the newspapers.

‘“‘Well those young! women, whom
we are used to seeing in Paris
dressed in the height of fashion, at
the opera, and on the first nights at
the . principal theatres, donned the
white blouse and stuck to it with
the ease and perseverance of so many
veterans. One of them, a ddughter
of a director of the ministry of for-
eign affairs, had. just done a big
day’s washing when I called on her
to say ~good-by. Alone and unaided,
she washed ninety-six shirts in a
