The wind, around 40 miles an
hour and accomparded by a lash-
ing rain, did damage elsewhere in
Nova Scotia. Trees were felled in
Halifax, and power service was in-
terrupted spasmodically. Street car
schedules were dislocated by the
power breaks.

Motorists reported trees had been
blown down on roads in the pro-
vince.

No reports of injuries had been
received early tonight. The storm
blew up from the tropics, travelling
up the Atlantic coast. After a day |
of heavy rain, it struck hard this
