police throughout Prague and took
extraordinary measures to prevent
unfriendly popular demonstrations
against the proposed surrender to
Germany of Sudeten German areas
containing much of the nation’s de-
fence fortifications and a large per-
centage of her industrial resources,

Realistic Attitude

To any observer it is becoming

undoubtedly behind him.

The average Londoner,
very -selfish but at the same time
very realistic, thinks of bombs
shattering the roof of his house
and killing and maiming his
children. He thinks that Britain's
defence forces, which, with the
exception of the navy, were allow-
ed to reach low levels of impotency
during the disarmament era, are
still far from being irresistible,

He thinks of the paralyzing
effect of the last war—probably he
is one of its victims—which left
Britain gasping economically, so-
cially, financially, for a decade.
He thinks of all that and agrees
it is better to accept an “incon-
ceivably repugnant” plan_ than
plunge this country and Europe,
possibly the world, into warfare of
unknown ferocity,

Nature Of Plan?
An unofficial version of
lAnglo-Prench plan  was as fol-

ows:

1. The Sudeten  districts of
Czechoslovakia which in municipal
elections last May and June voted
75 per cent or more for the Sude-
ten German party candidates shall
be considered to have decided on
undon with Germany.

2. A new frontier shall be drawn
to include all such districts with-
in Germany as far as it is prac-
ticable.

3. Districts which voted between
75 and 50 per cent for Sudeten
candidates shall be grouped in
autonomous areas inside Czecho-
slovakia.

4. Arrangements shall be made
by the exchange of populations to
safeguard the liberty of German
minorities which do not wish to
come under the rule of Germany;
there shall be similar arrange-
ments for Czechoslovakia's Polish
and Hungarian minorities,

5. The new frontlers of Czecho-
slovakia shall be guaranteed by

the

Britain, France, Germany, Italy,
Poland, Hungary and Rumania and
she shall be released from her

alliances with France and Soviet
Russia.

A terse communique issued early
today after the Anglo-French con-
ference indicated Mr. Chamber-
lain had high hopes for a broad
European  settlement if the
Ozechoslovak problem is settled.

It voiced the hope of Britain
and France and that after the
“peaceful solution” they devised
for the Czechoslovak  problem it
“will be possible to consider a
more general settlement in the in-
terests of European peace.”

‘The German population of
Czechoslovakia inhabits, in vary-
ing density, the norther:«western
and southern borders of that
country contiguous to the German
and former Austrian boundaries.
The largest German bloc is in the
western  tip of Czechoslovakia,
made up of the Asch and Eger
districts where the population is
90-100 per cent German.

In the north other 90-100 per
cent German districts are: Rum-
burg, Friedland, Trautenau, Brau-
nau, and a large bloc in northern
Silesia and Moravia near where the
German, Czech and Polish borders
meet.

Along the southern boundary
are three small pure German set-
tions, Eisenstein, a section of south-
ern Bohemia, and a district be-
tw..n the towns of 2Znaim and
Nikolsburg.

The border lands linking these
pure German sections have Ger-
man populations of from 60-90 per
cent with predominantly Czech
inhabited corridors of small area
breaking through to the border in
a few s{)ots in the northeast and
southeast.

Other important minority groups
in Czechoslovakia are the Hungar-
ians with a population of 718569
settled mostly along the border ad-
jacent to Hungary and 100,000
Pole: on a section stretching
south from where the Czech.
