MONTREAL, Que., Dec. 1—Move-
ments were irregular, changes narrow
and trading continued light on the lo
cal market today. The opening was
soft, influenced by renewed selling
in New York and a further sharp
break in sterling to the lowest level
in ten years, Wheat, too, was weak
at the opening, With a rally in wheat
about mid-session, stocks in New York
showed brisk rallying tendencles and
the local list followed to some extent,
but in the final few minutes showed
a rather unsteady tone. Brazilian and
Nickel closed lower, but such issues
as Canadian Car, Canadian Pacific,
Cement, McColl and Smelters manag-
ed to finlsh unchanged.
