MATCHES A MY

TORONTO, Feb. 6—A Washington
despatch says: By the end of the
urief minute taken to read these lin-
es the nations of the civilized world
will have struck 3,000,000 matches:
This is the average of every minute
of the twenty-four hours 6f the day.
Seven billion is the number for each
year, and those living under the Am-
erican flag are said to be responstble
for the consumption of one-half this
amount.

The im portance cf the industry
which turns cut the little splinters
of wood tipped with sulphur or some
other material ignited by friction is
only recognized when the average
smoker tries to contemplate his pre-
dicament if he had 5 go back to the
time when he had to coax a spark
from a tinder box.

The enswer is, he would smoke a
great deal less because of the diffi-
culty in getting

a light, or elge
smoke continuously in corder to keepl

alive the fire at the end of his stogie
or Havana, pipe or cigarette.

Small and insignificant as it is,
the match demands perhaps as much

attention in the choice of the wood
going into its manufacture as any
other forest product. Only the choic-
est portions of the best trees are
suitable. Sapwood, knotty or cross
grained timber will not do.

Instead of being a by product o
other articles of manufacture, the lig-
tle match is turned out at hundreds
of mills aver the country where the
by products arc bulky objects like
dcors, sash, shingles, siding posts
and cord wood. Pine, linden, aspen,
white cedar, poplar, birch and willow
are the most suitable timbers.

The matchmakers—not the matri-
monial kind—are already finding
that the amcunt of choice timber a-
vailable is, dwindling. Forest conser-
vation, if applied to the holdings of
the wnatch companies, as it is on
Uncle Sam’s national forest in the
west, will do much to make the sup-
ply sufficiert for a iarger humber of
‘years than would be the case if the
old time wastful lumbering methods
of a few tears ago should contirue.

The rapid increase in stumpage pri-
ces is one of the chief factors in en-
couraging the wise use of the forest
where suitable mateh timiter is avail-
able,
