The first mid-day luncheon of
the Club was held on September
20th. On Nov. 8th the institution
meetm{( of the Rotary Club of
Charlottetown, No. 333, was held.
No less than fourteen members of
the Halifax Club were present in-
cluding District, Governor Dr. D.
A. McRae. The charter was form-
ally presented. Rotarian Prof. H.
L. Stewart of Halifax delivered an
eloquent address on the principlcs
of Rotary and the District Gov-
ernor and several other visitors
also spoke on phases of Rotary
activity. Premier (now Mr., Jus-
tice) Arsenault, and the United
States Consul, Mr, W. A, Pierce,
made elociuent speeches, heartily
endorsing the principles of Rotary,

From that date to this, Rotar
Club No. 333 has carried on wit]
unabated enthuslasm and with
ever-growing consciousness of the
great Rotary mission. Our club
has always sent well-qualified re-
presentatives to speak and act for
us at International Conventions
and District Conferences anc As-
semblies, Members of this club
have taken an active and influen-
tial part in the work of those high-
er Rotary bodies, with the result
that they have been honoured by
belntgl called to exalted posirions
in the institution. Not less than
four of our members have served
as District Governor. As early as
1919 Rotarian the late George S.
Inman was elected as Governor of
the District. During his incum-
bency the Rotary Club of Moncton
was constituted and a humber of
our members assisted in the ine
augural ceremonies.

The
club is therefore, as Rotarians are
wont to express it, a cross-section
of the business, professional and
institutional life of the community,
In Charlottetown, where the variety
of business enterprise, especially
in manufacturing. is - somewhat
limited, the classifications of po-
tential Rotary membership are
correspondingly few, and this fact
has tended to keep our numbers
down. At present, the member-
ship is sixty-one, In recent years
the policy has been to select young
men; for though there is no age
limit it is recognized that Retary
must be made up of men in the
full tide of their careers,

At the weekly meetings of the
club held at the Charlottetown
Hotel on Mondays at one o’clock,

luncheon is partaken of and mat-

ters of business are dealt wih,

At times when a
programme of special importance
is being carried out, the mem-
bers of the other service clubs are
invited to atiend. .On several oc=
casions in the past when large
numbers of farmers foregathered
in the city to take part in the
activities of Farmers' Wecek, they
were entertained at luncheon by
the club, and these meetings prov=
ed exceedingly interesting and de-
lightful to all present.

Socrates and Rotary

It was sald of Socrates that he
brought philosophy down {from
the sky to the earth, by transfer~
ing the emphasis from specula-
tion about the universe, — what
it was made of and how it came
to exist, — to a critical examina-
tion of what wag good and bad
in human conduct.
