REPORTS OF PROSECUTORS.

Under the head of Reports of Pro-
secutors, Hon. Mr. McKinnon, Com-
missioner of Agriculture, stated that,
Frosecutor Boisner had given him a
report of his work since his appoint-
ment nine months ago, Mr,
Boisner ‘'had 49 cases in Charlottes
town and eleven in the county, sixty

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ARABS ANNIHILATE
COLUNN OF TROOFS

PARIS, March 22—A column of
native French troops with their
white officers was virtually annihilia-
ted by Arabs a few days ago while;
operating in the Aderar region cf the
Western Sahara. A body of one thou-
sdnd .of the intractable Berber tribe
of  Awellamid, swooped down and
surrounded the French detachment
which ‘was marching through the
shifting samds of the desert, about
three days’ _Jjourney from.
the French militury station. <

After severe fighting lasting all day
the French -troops were overcome.
Their commander, Lieutenant Martin,
ahd four white sergeants were killed,
together with fifty-three native
troopers,  while thirty others were
taken prisoners. A few natives es-
paped:on the pack horses accompany-
ing the French detachment, and
brought the news to headquarfers in
Timbuktu. They declared that the
Arabs suflered heavily before the am-
munition of the French trocps was
exhausted.

The arrival of the patriotic films
wag delayed and to fill in the wait,
the operator began showing the
films in stock. The horrified officers
in charge of the soldiers discovered
that their men were beholding the
unveiling of a monument to Paul
Singer, the Socialist ‘leaders, and
also films showing Singer’s funeral
procession.
