By this recent occurrence of
Chriskian fellowship we are remind-
ed of the early history of the Soc-
lety a brief sketch of which might
be interesting to the present Con-
gregation, In the year 1866 a few
families residing in Springvale
whose religious views were in ac-
cord with Wesleyan Methodism,
most ernestly desired a place of
meeting where public worship
could be held and gospel truths ex-
plained. For this purpose the dis-
trict schoal house was engaged
where regular services were held
for about two years, the appoint-
ments being taken mostly by local
preachers, the Rev, Charles Lloyd,1
recior of Milton parish .Church of
England holding occasional week
night services. A Sabbath School
was organized during the term, the
day school master acting as Super-
intendent with two or three his
most advanced pupils a8 assistant
teachers. An unusual performance
in Sunday ‘School training took
place on a beautiful summer Sab-
bath day, when over 40 children
varying in age, probably from 9
to 16 years assembled at the old
Schoaol House and formed a pro-
cession ther marcheq a distance of
nearly threc miles to Milton Chureh
where they were kindly received
and addressed by the Rector. Let
the reader view in imagination
this happy vouthful demonstration
and also notice the friendly relat-
ionship existing between thoge two
branches of the Christian Church
and he should honestly decide that
the Forward Movement must haye
been practise to some extent in
those early days of Christian Ed
ucation. As the school house could
not be engaged for a longer per
fod, the family residence of the late
Mr. Thomas Dollar gnd kindly of-
ferad and most thankfully accept
and here the meetings were
continued. It was during the occu-
pation of this homely place of wor-
ship thay the present Church build-
ing was erected neatly furnished
and dedicated for future service to
Almighty God. During its 60 years
of existence it has been repaired
and remodelled on two different oc-
casions ‘and re-opened, services
being held in connection therewith.
It is. pleasing to learn that the
present Church ' Association are
earnestly striving for the advance-
ment of social Christian and relig-
jous education, may their noble ef-
forts in this direction be very suc
cessful and abundantly blest is the
earnest desire and prayer of an oid
time wovker in the little brown
Church at Springvale.
