This is the latest innovation
of the Science of Radiology and the
usé of the “Cin-ex Camera” was ex-
plained tonight by Dr. H. A: Jarre of
Grace Hospital, Detroit, Michigan,
before the 15th annual convention of
the Radiological Society A of North
America.
