This little animal whose ravages
have been so much spoken of and
exaggerated to almost every per-
son who has ever heard anything
of the Island, being often repre-
sented by those who are disposed
from interest or otherwise, to de-
preciate the value of it, as at-
tacking us periodically, and destroy”
ing every kind of vegetable pro-
duction, than which nothing can
be more groundless, or unfcunded.
In thirty years I -have been ac-
quainted with the Island and up-
wards of thirty years actual re-
sidence there. I have never known
mice to do any injury to the crops,
two or three years only excepted
and then partially, and by no
means general through the Island.
Yet I am sensible it is often men-
tioned in Nova Scotia, as what
frequently happens, although f{t
might be expected, that the
quantity of grain which we send
them annually, ought long ago to
have induced them to desist from
a representation so palpably er-
roneous and unjust.

The same species of mice are
frequently to be met wibh on the
adjacent parts of the Continent,
where they oocasionally do con-
siderable mischief in those part-
fcular districts which happen to
be in the neighbourhood of tracts
of beech-wood 'forest. Though the
mice may sometimes partially in-
jure the crops, yet there are many
years successively in which none
are to be seen on the Island, and
no person who is well acquainted
with it, is under any serious ap-
prehens on of Injury frcem them,
and as the beach-wood forests
are diminished, so’ wil] the number
of mice decrease.

Actually Tickled
To Death”

Someone caught a pike recently
by tickling its tummy. The exploit
was noted in a press despatch, and
newspapers have been treating this
method of fish-catching as a dis-
covery, The Hamilton Spectator
punningly refers to it as “The New
Hook.”

Rt. Hon. Arthur Meighen, or
some other Shakespearian author-
ity, might well have come forward
with a quotation from Twelfth
Night (1601): “Heere comes the
trowt that must be caught with
tickling.” The “trowt” in that case
was a human being, but the re-
ference is clear, Metaphorically,
too, a man is described in Mea-
sure for Measure as ‘“groping for
trowts in a peculiar river”. Samuel
Butler; English poet of the, seven-
teenth century, asserted that
trouts are tickled best in muddy
waters.” The method is described
in a document of 1745: “Men go
into the water, tickle them on the
belly, and so get them ashoar.”

The trout seems to have been
the most frequent victim, but the
carplike tenoh and cother fish are
also mentioned in the records. Pike,
no doubt, too, So the New Hook
is like the New Look—just the
revival of an old custom, a cus-
tom dear to many a poacher and
many a small boy; superior, in the
estimation of some, to the method
described by Samuel Johnson as
using “a stick with a hook at one
end and a fool at the other.” In-
deed, many .a poor fish has lit-

erally been ‘tickled to death.”

Newfoundland, on the material
level, brings her vast fisherles and
sturdy, unexcelled mariners, her
wonderful harbor of St. John's,
which could shelter the navies of
Britain and Canada, her strategic
alrport and forests and mines, all
of high ranking importance es-
pecially in times lke the pres-
ent.

Canada, for her part, would
serve Newfoundland with full
bread-baskets from her prairies
together with a great variety of
other foods, also the products of
her multitudinous industries and
would stabilize her currency on
the Canadian dollar, thus facili-
tating commercial intercourse —
all to the great advantage of New-
foundland.

But let all' material considera-
tions be as outward signs of in-
ward graces.

Is it not so, that people in most
intimate contact with nature,
such as those who plow the land
or plow the sea. find it natural to
have intimate contact with God?
