A PROTEGTIONIST RANGHER
ON FARMERS’ GRIRVANGES

The following excellent letter
appeared in a recent issue of the
Toronto Globe and should be read
by every furmer in Canada:

Sir,—I have often read -editor-
jals in your paper concerning the
farmer. In one you state: “The
market should be left to find its
own level.” “It would be equally
deplorable if wheat growers com-
bine to restrict selling until they
were paid what they demand.”
You then believe that the wheat:
growers should accept the crust
of bread that is thrown at them
even though the crast would mean |
bankruptey and starvation.

The farming industry is the
greatest in Canada and the pros
perity of Canada depends on the
nrosperity of the farmers. There-
fore, the farmer i3 entitled to
every protection and every-consi-/
deration, and should have pro- |
teiction, mnotwithstanding what |
Wood and hig satellites may say.|
One must get away from the .f‘ml
that, what the farmer receives
for his products is his wages. The
farmer is mot only entitled to La-
bor union wages but also entitled
to net profit over the cost of pro-
duction. But you seem to think
that the farmer should be in s(:mi
peonage to the consumer. You
seem to think that the farmers of

with the following results: In tha
first three years 1 lost $27,000
In those three years I did not get
wages, only something to eat, not
even clothes. For two years I
made a profit over the cost of
production. In  other years I did
not make interest on investmeat
This year, three weeks from the
day 1 started thrashing, my pro-
fits, interest and wages went to
Dante’s Inferno. I had a good crop
too. The system or condition
that will permit such a thing is a
crime and a great injustice to the
producers. World conditions do
not change so quickly as to cause
such enormouse  fluctuation in
such a few days.

I often wonder, how our Labor
union friends (personally I do not
consider them as such, but as our
greatest enemies, as they take
more out of the farmer in one
year than the tariff and big inter-
ests, whom you love to knock but
without whom this world would
be absolute nothingness, do in
ten,) would like to start out on a
year's work not knowing what the
wages would be, and then just be-
fore the end of the year the pros
pects of a good year would be an-
nihilated to nothingness. Such is
the position of the farmer.
