WEEK

While the “momentous events”
ifn Germny';_‘h favor so a siduously
orecast by the Berlin propaganda
offfice falled to ma-'ner.aﬁ';e,pa %med
d'plomacy tock the initiative in the
30th week cf the war and promised
vigorous measures to vent the
Balkan states falling within the
enemy’s orbit.

A ‘future line of action” was de-
cided upon at a meeting in London
of the Allied Supreme War Ccuncll
and the British and French envoys
in the Balkan capitals and Italy
were summoned home for confer=-
ences on the Allied position in
Southeastern Europe, The day be-
fore, Premier Paul Reynaud of
France had warmed that “at this
moment” Germany is ready for “an
attack on the economic independ-
ence of the Balkans” and declared
that France's answere will be to
“wage war in all domains.”

That some snag had hit Ger-
many’'s plan to promote an agree-
ment between Italy and Russia,
which is believed to have been the
purpose of Acolf Hitler's visit to
the Brenner P2ss to confer with
Premier Muscolini the previous
week, seemed apparent when the
Soviet Foreing Commissar, Vyach-
eslaff Mclcteff, falled to show up
in Berlin. The Germans early in
the week had all but anncunced
his imminent arrival, handing out
information to foreign correspoad=-
ents abcut the elaborate prepara-
tiens under way at the Wiihelm-
| strasse and at the Soviet Embassy
in ccnnection w.th the visit.
