James for heading the Preshytery
for three years in succession in the
generosity of their contributions,
and the Mission Band. for its splen-
did annual support of contributions
to missions for very many years.

“David’s Model Man,” giving a very
fine exposition of what is known as
the “Gentleman’s Psalm,” Ps XV.

BIGGER TRADE
IN LUMBER
IS PREDICTED

OTTAWA, Nov, 17—The tariff
concession in the Canadian-Amer-
ican trade treaty which is likely to
lead to the largest volume of trade
across the international border in
the rext few years is one relating
to. lumber, government officials
sald today.

The. Canadian lumber industry
was brought almost to its knees by
the United States Revenue Act of
1932 which placed a tax of $3 per
1,000 board feet on all rough and
;h'ea.sed lumber. This was in addite
on to the ordinary duty of $1 per
1,000, making the combined impost
$4. Before the 1032 Act Canads
shipped millions of dollars worth of
timber acrossethe horder but since
then the trade has been negligible.

The treaty cuts the combined
duty and revenus tax from $¢ 10
$2 per 1,000 ,board feet, a reduc
tion of 50 per cent. On douglas fir
and western hemlock, two British
Columbia products, a quota of 250~
000,000 feet a year was applied, &
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
