SUMMERSIDE NEWSPAPERS

It would not do to have a history
of  Summerside without makinz
some reference to thg newspapers,
as they have a very important place
in the life of any town. :

There are four newspapers pub-
lished at the present time. Two, the
Island Farmer and the Pioneer are
publisted by the Pioneer Publish-
ing Company and the other two, the
Agriculturist and Journal by the
Journal Publishing Company.

These two concerns have grown
up with the town and have had
many ups and downs but are now
well established, y

The Journal was the first paper
published  in Summerside and' was
started by Joseph Bertram in 1965,
Mr. C. W. Strong,h was associated
with him on the paper.

It grew in circulation and in-
fluence until 1872,

On the death of Mr. Bertram it
was gold to Messrs Graves and
MacMurtery, this firm continued
until 1875, On the death of Mr.
MacMurtery, the late W. A. Bren-
nan then came Into partnership
with' Mr. Graves and in 1880 ob-
taired the sole control of the pa-
per. In 1882 M, Brennan establish-
ed the Agriculturist, |

His son, Mr. Arthur Brennan now
has charge of the publication of
the papers with the very capable
assistance of his associated editor
J. J. Enman, a former Charlotte-
town newspape:man, This paper
supports the Conservative party.

The Journal has had more than
one fire but has nevér missed a
publication. Mr, 8. M. Bent was for
many years editor of the paper and

died at his post in' 1904,

The Journal Publishing Co. oc-
cupies a very handsome brick build-
ing on the corner of Water and
Queen streets,

“The Pioneer has quite a history
and really has its origin in the
Progress established in 1866 by
Thowas Kirwin, In 1868 it passed
into the hands of R. T. Holman
and Mr. Henry Lawson and Thom-
as Gorman were editors.

The Progress was succeeded by
the Ploneer. This paper was first
published in Alberton on July 4th,
1876 the year of tha Centennial Ex-
hibition. John L. MacKinnon was
the editor and proprietor.

After publishing the paper for a
short. time in Montague, Mr, Mac-
Kinnon came to Summerside and
took up the ground covered by the
Progness, This was in 1880..He later
sold out to a company known as
the Pioneer Publishing Co. This
paper supports the Liberal party,
and is still carrying on.

Mr, Louls Taylor has been with
the paper from his boyhood and
some years ago became the man-
ager.

It has had many editors, among
the most prominent .were B, D.
Higgs ,later managing editor of
the Guardian, Mr. John Mollison,
a resid of 8 ide, who is
the author of a widely discussed
book “What is Man?” D, K. Currie
now associate editor of the Guardi-
an'and the late John Pond, a na-
tive of Surrey, England, who came
out from London, on three separate
occasions to edit the paper.

Alexander MacNeill were among
some of the outstanding medical
men of Summerside. They also took
an active part in civic affairs, Dr,
Angus A. MacLellan served on the
Council Board, was president of the
School Board and president of the
Board of Trade. Dr. Jardine, who is
Now in Western Canada, also prac-
ticed in Summersids and was Mayor
of the town in 1916.

The doctors practicing in Sum-
merside today all take an active
Interest in the affairs of the com-
munity.
