Newfoundland
Turns Toward
Fishing Banks

ST. JOHN'S, Nfld, Aug. 26—
(By The Canadian Press)— Xver
pince Sir Humphrey Gilbert brought
his little band of pioneer colonists
pcross the western ocean,  the
trade mainstay of Newfoundland
has been the succulent cod w hich
swarm adacent . waters. Of late
years mining, lumbering and kin-
dred industries have grown up to
rival the old craft of baited trawls
and gutting tables. Emphasis no
longer - lay so clearly on drying
flakes and baled quintals of the
dried product for t he West Indies

And Newfoundlanders are turning
their eyes seaward with - greater
unanimity again. The latest deve-

lopment is a little campaign for
centralization of east coast fisher-
{es in the port of St. John's, One
writer to a St. John's daily news-
paper avers that “at least 250,000,
quintals (a quintal is 112 pounds)
could be brought in through the
narrows, representing an estimated
earning of $1,250,000 yearly.”

“Experienced -fishermen tell me
there is no reason why there are
not at least 1,000
out of the port of St. John's, man-
ned by not less than 5,000 fisher-
men.,

“Make St. John's a fishing port,
and I venture to say in ten years
you will be producing and bringing
through the narrows not less than
500,000 quintals ' of codfish and
other fish in proportion.

fishing vessels;

«“We have markets for 2,000,000
quintals of salt codfish and if we
do not supply them, Norway and
Iceland will. The latter = country
with less than one quarter of our
population, is today producing
more codfish than we are.

“In 1862, or around that period,
when we had a smaller population
than we have today, we produced
1,900,000 quintals of codfish in this
country. We have never since been
able to get within 300,000 quintals
of this quantity.”

Commenting editorially, the St.
John's. Evening Telegram remarks
that “We do not question the ad-
vantages that St. John's possesses
as the prosecuting centre, but whe-
ther it be St. John's or some other
place on this coast matters little.
The point emphasized is centrali-
zation,

“Nor has the demand for fish
decreased. As a matter of fact cer-
tain particulars show that fishing
centres in Great © Britain and in
other countries ‘had trebled and
quadrupled their output in recent
years, and still the demand ex-
ceeded the supply.

“Is it that we are so tied up in
the old methods that we cannot
apply the ideas that have been
found successful elsewhese, or is it
that we will not?” the paper asks.

“It is a waste of time to talk of
lack of opportunity to provide em-
ployment when the raw material
for a vast and remunerative in-
dustry exists.”
