“It was a great pleasure for the
queen to accompany, me and hecome
personally acquainted with the ex-
cellent arrangements for the care of
sick and wounded, whose welfare is
ever close to her heart. For the past
three years the armies of the empire|
and the workers in the home lands
behind them have risen superior to
every difficulty and every trial. The
splendid successes already gained in
concert with our gallant' Allies have
advanced us well on the way towards
the completion of the task we under-
took.

“There are doubtless fierce strug-
gles still to come and heavy strains
on our endurance to be horne. But be
the road long before us or short, the
spirit and pluck which have brought
us so far will never fail under God’s
guidauce final and complete victory in
our just cause is assured.

Duke of Connaught Sees Canadians.

Canadiap Headquarters in France,
Saturday, July 14, via. London, July
15.— (By Stewart Lyon, special cor-
respondent of the Canadian Press)—
His Royal Highness the Duke of Con
naught has been paying a visit to the
Canadian corps. During his stay he
climbed Vimy Ridge and looked over
the plain of Douai toward Lens.

The ex-governor-general of Canada
also inspected some of the dominion
troops, including a detachment of the
Princess Patricia’s Regiment, whieh
carried the colors the princess her-
self embroidered .and presented , to
the uni¢ before it left Ottawa_  late
in 1914. It is stated that the Particias
is the only regiment which carries its
colors into action.

Before leaving, his royal highness
saw the massed pipe bands of the
corps on parade, and heard the pipers
play the Retreat which is something
the enemy will never hear.

King Sees Vimy Ridge.

Canadian Headquarters in France
via. London, July 15— (By Stewart
Lyon, Special Correspondent of - the
Canadian Press)— The King during
his visit, just concluded, on the west.
ern front, was intensely interested in
the battle field of Vimy Ridge and in
the men who fought there so splendid-
ly. While on the Canadian 'front  he
stood on the highest point of {he
ridge and looked over the plain to
the east, where the enemy still strug-
| 8les tenachiously to retain his hold
upon Lens.

The King has seen Vimy before un-
der very different circumstances. In
11916 he’ climbed to the top of Mount
St. Floi, at-a time when it was fre-
quent target for German guns, and
lqoked out toward the Vimy Ridge,
then held by a victorious and confid-
ent foe. In the fore-ground, as mem-
orials of the heroic battles of 1915 be-
tween the German and French, lay
the ruins of Carency, Souchez and
Neuville-St. Vaast, while to the
north, ‘scored and seamed and aband-
oned trenches, stood the ridge of Lor-
ette.

Within view was .a tract of blood-
soaked land upon which not less than
a hundred thousand men had died in
battle. Possession of the ridge  of
Vimy was the prize for. which they
had striven. In the distance, upon the
upward slopes, a little beyond the
shell shattered trees that marked the
Arras-Bethune road, could be seen the
enemy’s trenches,- line upon line of
them, protected by wide belts of wire
and stretching back in ordered suc-
cession to the summit of the ridge .
In all the ground between St. Eloi
and the ememy’s first line no man
could show his ‘head above the Brit-
ish trenches without risking his life.
That was Vimy as the King saw it it
1916. On this occasion he motored up
the Arras road while it was lined
with Canadian soldiers, who cheered
like men who meant it, After greet-
ing Sir Arthur Currie, the Canadian
corps commander, and the command-
ers of the various divisions in the
corps, the King continued his drive to
a point near an “Q Pip,” which is
army slang for “observation post,” He
viewed Lens, Avion, Mericourt and
many other points further back with.
in the enemy’s lines.

. The King was a sailor before he
came to the throne, and he still has
the sailor's preference for a teles-
cope, rather than the fleld glasses.
