Word has been received of  the
death in action of Peter MclLaren Gil-
Gamaliel Gillis
of Montague. His parents dying
when he was about twelve vears old,
“Clarrie, as he was familiarly call-
ed, went to Western Canada about
twelve years ago. -where he resided
until the outbreak of the war, when
he left ap excellent position to enlist
in the 72nd Highlanders. He was a
splendid specimen of manhood. When
the72nd was being reviewed by MR,
I, the Duke of Connaught, he' was
called -before—the Duke who inquired
where he was from. In a letter to
his aunt, Mrs. Mclntyre, of Montague,
referring to this incident, he
said: “L couldn't answer ‘Prince Ed-
ward ‘1sland’ quick enough, and 1 shall
be back there yet.' He crossed over
to kEngland with the 72nd and was in
the trenches about a year when he
met a hero's death. In a touchiung
ly sympathetic letter to his sister, Ma-
jor Hamilton, who was in commuund
of the regiment, told of the manner
of. his death as follows:

Nov. 6th, 1917,
Dear Miss Gillis: .
1 am very sorry to have {o inform
vow of the death of your brother in
the attack of the Canadians at (rest
Farm on October 30th.

Your brother performed one of the
bravest actions done that day and
there weve many. With  L.Cpl.
Thompson, he went forward into our
own barrage and captured a German
machine gun which was holding up
our advance thereby saving many of
the lives of his comrades. Unfortu-
uately after he had put the gun out
of actio, he was struck by a shell and
killed almost instantly.
