Designing and fashioning the
boys’ suits from material putrchaced
in the stores and remodelling other
garments, the mother in the pion-
eer home spent many an evening
stitching away before the old wood
stove, where a huge block roared
away the long night hours. Each
week brought the regular duties of
cleaning, laundrying and mending,
which must be performed without
the aid of conveniences such as are
common in the present-day Lon-
don home.

Young girls spent many - hours
patching quilts and preparing the
rags for the hit and miss carpet
which was made by the weaver.
