’ The Shore Crab

When rambling on the shore one
sometimes runs across the “shell” of
the shore-crab, cast up by the |
+waves. It is not as large as that
’of the English species, never exceed-
|lng the dimensions of one’s palm,
as far as my own observation goes;
while the British crab easily at-
tains the size of a large saucer or
a small dinner plate. Our shore-crab
is known to science as Cancer ir-
|rotarus, the latter term rather ob-
scurely connecting the crusiacean
with dew or moisture. It is, I am
told, exceeding'y abundant along
lt/he rocky shores of the Gulf cf
iSt. Lawrence but may be fcund
from the Labrador coast down to
ithe shores of the Carolinas. Crabs.
/it may be mentioned, do not thrive
Iin cold water, and those of the
Labrador are fewer and smaller
than those of the southern seas.
Although I have never heard of
shore-crabs being used for food here,
said that they are taken in
large numbers for' the Canadian
market;, but in the United States
they are reckoned as second in
value to the “Blue Crab” (Callin-
Iectes sapidus). The shore-crab (or

Rock-crab, as it is termed by our
American cousins) not infrequently
finds its way to the restaurant table
under the name of its more valu-
able congener.

The shore-crab frequents shal-
low water, and being unable to
swim, it is very secretive, slipping
|from one sheltering rock or bunch
‘qt seaweed to another in most fur-
tive fashion. Or it may lie for hours
'buried up to its watchful eyes in the
sand. There it awaits such passers-
by as are to its liking, and then with
the swiftness of a cat it pounces
on its prey. Neverthe!wss it will eat
carricn just as readily as it will
eat any crab less than itself; and
although the thought is not an ap-
petizing one, it cannot be denied
that the shore-crab performs an
important roe (as scavenger) In
the economy of nature.

The lobster is a close relation of
the crab, and has the same food
preferences. It is a misncmer to
Icall these animals “shell-fish” as
some do; the outer bony skeleton
may be termed a carapace. The

The Duminion Fur Auction Sales
Limited, Winnipeg, Manitooa, are
marketing for the Manitoba gov=
ernment 126,000 muskrat pelts from

140,000 acre tract of marshland in
the Saskatchewan River Delta
about fifty miles east of The Pas.
The project was commenced in 1936
as a joint relief work by the Fed-
eral and Provincial governments in
an area that was practically de-
pleted of muskrats. A system of
dams and sluices was bui.t which
retained the Spring flood waters of
the Saskatchewan on the big marsh
areas, thereby creating suitable
breeding and feeding grounds for
the muskrats throughout the year.

The work was completed in De-
cember, 1937, and patrols and game
wardens were appointed to prevent
poaching on the preserves. These
men acted also as repair men watch-
ing the dikes and operating the
control outlets while in winter they
kept poachers away.

A muskrat colony quickly in-
creased from practically nothing.
In 1937 they were estimated at 20,-
000 and in the fall of 1938 their
numbers had risen to over 60,000
A rough census was taken last fedl
and the estimate was 200,000 musk-
rats on the project marshes. The
Manitoba government then issued
permission to permit trapping for
the Spring of 1940.
