Replying to H.H. Hatfleld (PC-
Victoria Carleton), Mr. Gardiner
said he hoped there would not
be too much discussion, “outside
without full information as to
what has been done”.

e discussions were based upon
difficulties that arise because of
potato diseases and it would be
unfortunate if anything were
sald that might make it difficult
to get the contract finally sign-
ed.”

Crop losses running into the
millions were suffered when a
cold wave of unexpected severity
brought - freezing weather deep
into southern Florida last night.

Power Rationing In

Has Ended

Electric power rationing in
Charlottetown ended at 807 last
night and the city began to return
to normal after five days of semi-
darkness,

The Maritime Electric Company
announced that its largest turkine,
lajd up for repairs since Saturday
night, was back in service., Qfficials
of the company said they ~Were
‘keeping our fingers crossed” and
the machine would not be given
¢tlearance papers for a few days.
However, it appcased to be work-
ing well and barring accidents
electric service should be continu-
ous now.

But the power shortage will not
be over definitely until a new
turbo-generator is delivered from
England, probably within a month
or two. Latest word cf the big ma-
chine was that shipment would be
made in March. Then installation
will require several weeks.

Mr. V.A. Ainsworth said that be-
cause of reconstruction at the
plant, it would not be possible to
operate all three turbines. One of
the two smaller ones would have
to be left idle as arrangements
were made to move it to a new lo-
cation to make room for the larger
wmachine.. However, the repairs
made to the large turbine should
make it work .more satisfactorily
and oause fewer temporary power
failures.

Now citizens can put away the
coal oil lamps they had used as a
standby this week. So great was
the demand for auxiliary equip-
ment that the supply of oil lamps
and lanterns was almost exhaust-
ed and yesterday it was almost im-
possible to buy candles. Several

Attlee Cabinet
Member Dies

LONDON, Feb 6 — Ellen Wilkin-
son, “Beloved rebel” of the Labor
Parly whose flaming hair and
fiery oratory enlivened the Brit'sh
political scene for more than- tio
decades died today. She was Min-
ister of Education, the second
women in British history to hold
a cabinet office.

Her death from a heart attack
less than 24 hours after she was
taken to hospital for bronchitis
brought tributes from Prime Min-
ister Attlee and Opposition leader
Winston Churchill. Attlee praksed
her “burning sympathy” for the
suffering and Churchill lauded her
“fearless and vital” earnestness in
the cause she championed.

Her death was the first In the
Attlee cabinet. .

She had never disclosed her age,
but Debrett's peerage, a leading
biographical cuthority gave it as
55.

Hundreds Of Officials
In Line Here For Boost
In Salaries This Year

OTTAWA, Feb. 8 — (Speclal) —
Several hundred Federal civil ser-
vants in Prince Edward Island are
in line for salary increases this
year, The Guardian learned today
from the Civil Service Commission.

Actlon of Finance Minister Doug-
las Abbott in lifting the wartime
ban on reclassifications automat-
ically makes both individual civil
eervants and groups engaged in
similar work eligible for reclassif-
ication and upward salary revis-
{on, Commission officials said.

Total number of Federal civil
servants in Prince Edward Island
has dropped from the wartime peak
of 1,000 to approximately 700, and
of these between 400 and 500 come
within the terms of Mr. Abbott's
new ‘“unfreezing” order. Prior to
obtaining -increases,  civil servants
must be recommended for reclass-
ification by their branch heads and
subsequently by deputy ministers
of departments. The order does
not apply to temporary or seasonal
government employees.

“The majority of civil servants
in Prince Edward Island,” the
Civil Service Commission secretary
said, “are in the Post Office, Ag-
riculture and National Revenue
Departments, with smaller num-
ters in Public Works and Fisher-
ies. Those affected will be chiefly
in the $2,100 to $4,000 a year cate-
gories who have not received either
the benefits afforded the lower in-

come grades or those previously
accorded to technical scientific
personrel.”

Machinery for reclassification of
Dominion clvil servants all across
the country is ready to go into ac-
tion, he added, and reclassifica-
lions will be put through as-speed-
ily as cases can be reviewed by the
staff. Increases through reclassif-
ications and “‘unit surveys” are ex-'
pected to be more than sufficient
1Q meet the rising cost of l'ving.

At least two Canada-bound ships
—the liners Vasconia and Valacia
—are affected by the bunkering
ban. Officials hoped the ships
would sail as scheduled next weck
but dockside reports said coal from
Valacia was being shifted to the
Vasconia, apparently with the hope
of getting at least one of the ships
wway.

The Cabinet is believed to be
considering an emergency plan for
the distribution of what meagre
stocks are available, giving first
call to power undertaking$ until
the ‘weather improves and enables
more stocks to be moved from pit-
heads.
