Secord, where almost the entire force was captured, There-
aftar, for the rest of the summer, the invaders were cooped
up within a narrow circle around Newark and Fort George.

Their shakos are black, with a
white cord looped along the peak in front and gathered at
the sides, where it terminates in a pair of tassels on the
right and a red and white pompon on the left. Their grey
trousers reach to the ankles, where the seams are split,
showing black gaiters beneath, - White cross belts with a
brass number plate at their intersection support their cart-
ridge pouches and bayonet scabbards. The Americans are
dressed in short-tailed blue coats, with white braid, and
white or blue trousers. Their infantry hats are somewhat
bell-crowned. with a white ball at the front of the flat top.
The artillery wear low-crowned caps with a deep peak, and
short, blue jackets without tails.
