NEW YORK, Nov. 1—Stocks hit
the line hard today breaking
through profit taking resistance of
recerd sessions for gains of 1 to 4
points in many of the leaders.

Many active shares, especially
among the industrials, were at new
highs, not alone for 1935, but since
the 1929 bull market days. Alco-
hols, motors, farm equipments, com-
munications shares and a variety
of specialties were conspicuous on
lthe up-slde,t but at least fractional
mprovement was the rule
broad front.

A few soft spots cropped out, not-
ably Auburn off nearly 5 points at
37 1-2, on the increased deficit
shown for the third quarter, and
Allled Chemical and Paramount
First preferred, down around two
points each. Taking the list as a
whole, however aldvances outnum-
bered declines by some 8 to 1. The
Associated Press average of 60
stocks made a new high since Sept.
12, 1931, up 5 of a point at 53.1.
