In Sea Battle

, Dec. 17—(CP)—The
Admiralty announced today that 72
were killed and 31 wounded in the
«severe and well-fought action of
the 13th” against the German
pocket battleship Admiral = Graf
Spee. Of this number 61 were kill-
ed end 28 wounded aboard the
disabled cruiser Exeter.

Five of Exeter officers were kill-
ed in the naval engagement off the
Uruguay coast and three wounded.
The remainder of those killed and
wounded were enlisted men.

The Admiralty’s communique was
issued as German aircraft appeared
over several points of the East
British coast during late afternoon
and anti-aircraft guns in the Hum-
ber district opened fire. No air rad
alarms were sounded, however, and
the Alr Ministry said Britizh fight-
ers chased the Nazi planes back to
