Teacher Shortage Problem

" With the opening of the school term it
comes as a disappointment to learn that there
are between 35 and 40 public schools in the
Province without teachers. The number would
be still greater but for the action of the De-
partment of Education in granting some thirty
special permits. More permits, it is indicated,
may have to be issued within the next few
weeks.

This reveals a very serious trend in our
educational setup, which apparently has been
unaffected by the general increase in teachers’
salaries, granted at the last session of the
Legislature. At that time there were 123 per-
mit teachers employed, with eighteen vacant
schools. In these cases, with one exception, the
Department was providing either correspond-
ence courses, or transportation to other schools.
These measures were, admittedly, only stopgaps,
and it was hoped—vainly it seems—that the
salary increase would go far towards solving the
teacher shortage problem this year.

Perhaps the trquble is due to the faulty
method employed in giving the salary increase.
Women teachers were placed on an equality
with males, and no special consideration was
given to married male teachers. In this con-
nection it is worth recalling the resolution which
was passed by the Teachers Federation and turn-
ed down by the Government with regard to the
new salary schedales. It reads as follows:

“Whereas an Education Bill is to be pre-
sented to the Provincial Legislature at its pres-
ent session; and whereas we have been assured
that equality of pay is to be proposed as a
principle in adjusting the scale of salaries for
teachers; and whereas it is desirable that a rea-
sonable proportion of male teachers be induced
to enter and to remain in the profession; and
whereas # is the policy in England, the United
States and all across Canada to persuade mar-
ried male veterans to return to or prepare to
enter the teaching profession; and whereas the
cost of living of male married teachers is far
greater than that of single teachers; therefore
be it resolved that we, the members of the board
of governors of the Prince Edward Island Teach-
ers Federation, respectfully request the Minister
of Education and his Government to include, in
the salary schedule to be presented at this ses-
sion of the Legislature, a special grant of $200
for all qualified male married teachers in-
cluding Prince of Wales College teachers and
teachers who are widows supporting children;
be it further resolved that as soon as possible
legislation be prepared .to provide special grants
for all other teacher householders, providing full
support for dependents.”

This resolution was quoted by the Opposi-
tion at the last session and presented in the
form of an amendment to the Bill, but it was
ruled out of order on the ground that mo pri-
vate motion could be made to increase Govern-
ment estimates. The Opposition maintained
that this applied only when the House was in
committee on Supply; but the chairman, Mr.
Saville, stuck to his ruling and so the proposals
of the Teachers Federation were never voted on.
It is quite possible that had they been adopt-
ed the situation, in so far ot least as male
teachers are concerned, would be much improv-
ed today. In any case the Government, hav-
ing decided upon a course Gt variance with that
proposed by the teachers and supported by the
Opposition, must take full responsibility for the
sonsequences.

Beet Sug?Seeks Protection

Mr. Herbert Sulkers, president of the Mani-
toba Beet Growers’ Association and vice-presi-
dent of the national body, has issued a state-
ment in which he deplores the fact that Can-
ada’s six beat sugar factories, with a capgcity
of 3,000,000 bags, have managed to turn out
only 1,800,000. This latter figure represents
about 16 per cent of domestic consumption.

The Dominion Government is largely

to

blame, he says, because of the prevailing price

established by the Federal sugar controller. To
bolster his case for more assistance, Mr. Sulk-
ors declares that the British and United States
governments are striving to encourage the pro-
duction of bezet sugar in their own countries, and
that they have guaranteed their growers $21
and $14.50 a ton respactively toward this end.
He calculates Canadian growers are getting ap-
proximately $9 and $3 less than these figures.

Accordingly, the organized growers have
.urged the Minister of Finance to come to the
“help of the Canadian sugar - industry “by
restoring the modest statutory tariff rates on all

sugars (which were removed in 1942), and there.

Where . centralized wealth tells. For
the first fiscal year ended March 31, 1947,
the province of Quebec had a revenue of $133,-
405,956 and ordinary expenditures of $106,934,-
126, which would have meant a surplus of $26,-
471,840, but since there was expended on cap-
ital expenditure a total of $24,287,135 taken
from revenu, the result was an overall surplus of
$2,184,694. These figures are given by Hon.
Onesime Gagnon, provincial treasurer, in the
Quebec Official Gazette, and complete the story
of the finances of the province as told in his
budget speech last season, when he had only 11
months of actual operations to go on, and had
to estimate the twelfth month.

Fruit is not so plentiful this year as last.
While Nova Scotia apple crop is estimated to
be 43 per cent smaller than in 1946, British
Columbia’s apple prospects show more improve-

-by giving the beet industry the sti t
quired for all-out home sugar production in
1948 and saving the country millions of valu-
able American dollars.”

The public seems to think mov-
jes are well worth the price, says
Pathfinder. Latest U. 8. government
figures revealed that in 1946 the
motion picture industry took in
about $1.4 billion of the total $1.7
billion spectator amusement gate.
Wages and salaries cost the film
companies $706 million, well above
1945's $550 million. But the movie
business still reaped a solid profit
last year—around $190 million.

Another 800 of Europe's displaced
persons are en route to Canada to
work in the logging industry in
Ontario and Quebec. Meanwhile
the report of the Ontario Royal
Commission on Forestry makes it
appear that unless more drastic
steps are taken to preserve On-
tario’s forests the thousands of men
now working in them eventually
will become another displaced per-
sons problem.

After the cut in Newfoundland’s
newsprint supplies, comes the an-
nouncement that her other main
export, frozen cod, is not wanted
either. This break in the trade rela-
tions between Britain and her old-
est colony is a shocking revela-
tion of how fast the dollars are
running out. Instead of breaking
off trade relations the British
Government should be examining
the means of revitalizing them.
And one method would be to offer
Newfoundland a position in the
United Kingdom, with the same
rights and the same independence
under the Crown as Northern Ire-
land. —London Express.

Druggists at a comvention in
Colorado Springs heard complaints
that grocery stores are selling pat-
ent medicine. Druggists may not
be aware of it, but their business
is being threatened in other quar-
ters, too. We feel they should be
warned. Believe it or not, hard-
ware stores are selling. screwdriv-
ers, sporting-goods stores are sell-
ing tennis racquets, tobacco shop}
are selling cigarets, and clothing
stores are selling raincoats. Ex-
treme alarmists say bookstores are
even selling books, but that pro-
bably is a gross canard. Unless
restaurants begin serving meals, the
druggists need not become too con-
cerned, however, espécially since it
seems certain that the postoffice
will not be able to encroach ser-
jously on the postage-stamp busi-
ness.

The statement says: “The de-
velopment of the situation = has
made it necessary for the Gov-
ernment to accelerate and in-
tensify the measures already tak-
en.” As & result, Britain is now
undertaking voluntarily an:austec~
ity programme s0 rigorous as .%o
be without precedent in peace-
time, It is estimated that these
new economies, with thoss an-
nounced by Mr, Attles in Parl
ment earlier in the month,
reduce imports by £328 mildlon
sterling ($012 milllon) & year. A
detalled announcement i8 t0 be
made in the second weék of Sept-
ember on plans to raiss the vol-
ume of exports to 140% of the
1938 level by the middle of . next
year and to 160% by the end

it.

Foreign travel and motoring for
pleasure are being entirely pro-
hibited as from October 1st. The
meat ration is being reduced and
will now enable each person to
buy each week one shilling's
worth as compared with the
previous allocation to the value of
one shiling and twopence, In
addition public luncheons and
dinners are to be restricted, while
from September 14th most cater-
ing establishments will have im-
posed upon them a cut in food
supplies of from 18 to 18% of
their present allowances. This ie-
duction will not, however, apply
to canteens in factories and r?-
fices nor to restaurants catering
mainly for industrial and clerical
workers for which no canteen fac-
{lities are available,

—_—
Imports of certain luxury foods
are being entirely banned, A de-
tailed list of the items concerned
is being issued shortly. Furthér
adjustments in the poinié values
of certain foods are therelore be-
ing made. The monthly alloca-
tion of points has already been
reduced just recently from 32 to
28 for each ration period.
Motoring for pleasure is being
ended by the complete abolition
of the basic petrol ration. This
has been sufficient for two hun-
dred and seventy mmiles of travel
on the average each month. Holl-
cdays abroad are affected by an
immediate reduction in the for-
eign exchange allowance from £78
($300) to £35 ($140) on all jour-
neys made before Ooctober 1st.
After that date all facllities for
foreign currency for pleasur tra-
vel will be suspended. Business
men going to the Continent are
to be allowed to spend 28 ($32)
a day instead of the present al-
location of £10 (840), .
Visitors from overseas will not
be affected by the reduction in
the period durjng which guests
may stay in hotels without a ra-

OLD MARKET SQUARE

The o0ld Round Market House, so
called, on Queen Square was not
actually round but octagonal fh
shape and had several .entrances,
Inside, and over one of the doors
in large letters, was the following
inscription from Proverbs 11:1: “A
false balance is abomination to the
Lord, but a just weight is his de-
light.” (Despite this admonition,
several prominent merchants in
1855 were fined ten shillings each
for having in their possession un-
stamped yardsticks and unstamped
pint measures.)
The eaves of the pagoda-shaped
roof of this old building extended
quite & distance from the walls and
formed an  umbrella-like shelter
for several hucksters, men and
women, who held booths there and
plled their trade in home-made
molasses candy, spruce and ginger
beer, apples and smal] frults. In-
8lde thers were butchers’ stalls,
and sections for the regular mare
ket women and man who carried
on their business much as it s done
today. The market stood about the
east end of the present market
building and to the west of it was
a building which, divided into sep-
arate apartments served as the
general post office, City Councll
room, and police station; and near-
by were the City scales in muek
the same position as at present.
long before the Provinclal Ex-
hibition was instituted the horse
and cattle show was often held on
Market Square under the auspices
of the Royal Agricultura]l Society,
