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POLICE SERGEANT
TAYLOR ASSAULTED

During an Altercation With Four Men on Sun-
day Morning Shortly After Midnight—
Head Cut With Bottle— Other Wounds
Inticted—Two Men Arrested.

On Saturday night Police Sergeant
Taylor was the victim of an® assault that
just stopped short of having a fatal
result, Asit is heis confined to his
house wounded in several places inthe
head and badly cut upon the arm, and
also bruised about the body.

The facts of the case appearto be that
shortly after midnight on Saturday,
Sergeant Tuylor and Policeman Kiggins
were having their customary ealy
morning walk down Queen Street.
Sitting on the window ledges of
the Telephone Co's office and of the
Charlottetown Club they  found
four men—John King, Ed., Henesscy,
James Power, and Frank Hennessey, who
Sergeant ‘l'aylor says, were using the
vilest language.

He went upto them and told them
they would have to stop that kind ol talk,
a1d then moved on down the street.

He bad not gone more than a few paces
when he lreard the the most blasphemous
names applied to hiwself, and turned
back and told the men to gohome.

All stood up except James Power.
Taylor told them to go home, and the next
thing the Sergeant knew the men all
seemed to be attacking him. He was
struck by a bottle which one had in his
hand, and it appears that another one
picked up a piece of heavy plank, which
had nails driven in each end, and Taylor
thinks he must have got several blows
from this weéapon, He received a
stunning blow on the side ofthe head and
fell lown when he was kicked and suffered
some hard knocks.

In the meantime Kiggins had been
engaged holding off two of the assailants.
but seeing the Sergeant down, went to his
help, consfderinghim to beseriously hurt,
and the fourmen gob s way.

Sergeant ‘Taylor was Dbleeding pro-
fusely from lifs wounds, but managed to
get to the palige station. Dr. McLaugh-
lan, who lives almost next door was
called and he took the injured man to
his office and dressed the wounds, four
of which had to have stitches applied to
them. There were three cuts on the
head and a nasty cut along the left
forearm, - -}t~ surprised the Doctor that
the ofticer was able to stand the punish-
ment as well as he did, for he received
many blows besides those which cut the
flesh,

Acallwas then sent for Detective
Bradley, Sergunt Doyle and Policeman
Walker, and “they with Policeman
Kiggins started to round up the four men.
Ed Hennessoy they found without much
dificulty, atus home, and they scoured
the City and ite outskirts for hours looking
for ihe others. They were unsuccessful
until shortly after seven in the morning
when Walker and Kiggins, who were driv-
ingin a’hugsey, camesuddenly upon Power

He offered no
resistance, Search for the other two so
far has proved unavailing.

The two prisoners now confined in the
Police Station will come up for hearing
this morning.

STORY THAT THE
EMPEROR FLED

St Prrersnure, Aug 4—When the
firing began at Cronstad there ensued a
wild panic in the fwperial palace at
Peterhof, as the palace lies under the
guns of the fortress. All preparations had
been made in advance to flee to Tsarskoe
Selo, but the report afloat yesterday
afternoon that the emperor and his
family actually had fled in the middle of
the night was denied. Later, at the
chancellery of the imperial household, it
was explained, however, that on account
of dampness at Peterhof, avrangements
had been made for the return of the
imperial family to Tsarskoe Selo.

Martial law was proclaimed at Cron-
stad during the day, and all day long
reinforcements have been landing there
from the mainland, No oue is permitted
on the island without a pass, awd although
the correspondent of the Associated
Press was thus equigped, he was held up
and searched upon disembarking from a
rowboat,

The correspondent found at 6 o'clock
yesterday evening there were about 2,000
mutinous sailors barricaded, in their
barracks which were surrounded by
troops.

MUTINY AMONG
HALIFAX R, C. R,

HALIFAX, Aug 4 —An incipient mutiny
among the Royal Canadian Artilleryman
broke out at the Citadel last evening, no
less than sixteen men being placed
inthe guard room under close con-
finement as a result of the trouble.
The military authorities are reticent
about the mttter, but from facts
gleaned by The Hera'd it
appears that one of the Garrison police-
entered a saloon on oneof the upper
streets for the purpose ot arresting two
members of the Artillery boat crew, who
were in dishabille. {One of the soldiers re-
Jented this and struck the arresting
soldier a severe blow on the face. Afltera
scuffle the offending wmen ran to their
barracks, as also did the Garrison
policeman who called for assistance to
arrest the soldiers, Several of the
gunners, on being warned for escort
duty, refused to act. Extira assistance
was obtained, and with the ald
of "an” aiaied picket, the mutineers
were placed in conflnement. This
caused further trouble and the
rioting soldiers smashed the windows
in the guard room where they were in
confinement, and they tried to escape.
Two of them succeeded, bubt were re.
captured during the evening,

Besides the mutinous prisoners, two
senior, N C O's were placed under +arrest
for drunkenness. ‘I'he prisoners will be
arraigned this mornlnu.

NEwW York, Aug 4.—Russsl Sage had
been, for more than a generation a target
of popular ridicule. If he had any aspira-
tions beyond money-getting he did not
show them to the world; and virtue

He even failed to enlist sympathy
by falling into redeeming vices.

nothing but a hand to grasp and & pursc
to hold. Possibly he did not deserve so
much opprobrium; perhaps in seme corner
of his heart he kept a place for gemerous
dreams and hopes. He may bave had
visions of splendid charities—schools,
museuwms, libraries, and bospitals,
founded by his millions and perpetuating
his name for grateful prosperity. But

ready to screw the last cent from his
nelghbor on mortsge or note.

George's Cross.
