DEFECTIVE AMMUNITION
—What probably accounts for some
Poor scores on the rifle range is the
fact that the ammunition made by
the Dominion. Ordnance Department
has on examination proved to be
very -defective. A Board of experts
have been making tests of it for some
time and they have just submitted to
the Govérnment a report on the re-
sults of their investigation. This
report: -shows --that- the ammunition
Jhag heen very. carelessly made, u.d
that some of it is positively danger-
ous. The eflect of the report will be
that the Government will condemn

about twelve million rounds of rifle
ammunition. ; This does not mean
that it will be destroyed, but toat it
is to te made over. It is expected
that a number of highly trained men
will be brought over bere from the
Ordnance Department’ of the old
country for this purpose. As the re-
sult of the findings of the Board of
experte it is reported that Colonel
Gaudet, the head of the Dominion
Arsenal, has resigned,

FAINTED FROM THE HEAT.—The
heat on Saturday, when the thermo-
meter recorded something over 80 de-
grees in the shade, was particularly
trying to the men of the Militia
Force, now undergoing their annual
field training, in the discharge of
their various duties in the field. The
82nd regiment had a hard time of it.
They were marched from the ' camp
on the Exhibition Grounds to Victo-
ria Park, at the other end of the
town, where they were exercised in
outpost duty. In spite of. lighter
clothes and sun honnets with which
they were sensibly provided by ihe
authoritjles, they were put to a severa
test in withstanding the heat. 1In
fact, combined = with the exertion of
the march and drill, the heat proved
too much for one unfortunate private
who fainted at his post while the re-
giment were at work in the Park.
He was quickly revived by the plen-
tiful use of cold water and insisted
on taking his place in the ranks when
the march back to camp began, and
he was to be seen trudging as brave-
ly as the rest. It is a point of cre-
dit to ~the. whole force that they
worked so manfully and well in con-
ditions go irksome.

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BRIDGE CONSTRUCTION.— T he
Provincial Public Works Department
have planned to carry out extensive
permanent . bridge work throughout
the Tsland during the present sum-
mer. ' According to present arrange-
ments, . a. number of the wooden
bridgeri that are now in existence will
be replaced by steel ' constructions.
The  Hughes Bridge at Emerald will
be replaced with'a 50-foot stéel span,
while & ‘steel bridge of similar ‘de-
scription, but 60 feet in length will
take the, place of the’ 'wooden con-
struction at present at Bradalbane.
The Mill River bridge will be replaced
by a steel span a hundred ‘feet in
lengtk. For the present bridge at
Bay Fortune there will be sub-
stituted a steel span of 120 feet long,
whle a 70-foot steel span will re-
place the Clagrk’s bridge at Emerald.
In addition to the above the govern-
ment purposes building several new
bridges in various parts of the pro-
vince. These will be small construc-
tions,' 35 feet in length in each case,
and. will also be bult of steel. The
bridges are being made of a some-
what heavier design than those which
have been previously erected, and in
each case will have a roadway fifteen
feet wide. @
