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'non forged at Mons, so in the Mons War Mus-
eum are two Canadian cannons, each associated
with the city’s liberation. One is an 18-pounder,
which formed part of the armament of the 30th
Battery, 1oth Brigade, C.F.A. This was . the
first battery through Mons before the *“‘cease
fire” sounded on Nov. 11, 1918, and the gun
now in the Mons museum fired the final round.

“The other gun,” says The Legionary’ “is a
4.5 howitzer of the famous 36th (‘Brasse’) Bat-
tery, oth Brigade. Through most of its cam-
paigning this—one of the really well-known and
outstanding batteries of the Corps—was com-
manded by Major D, A. MacKinnon, Char-
lottetown. On Nov. 10, 1018, its commander
was Capt. A. L. Anderson, M.C,, and Section
Commander was Lieut. F. J. Longworth (also
of Charlottetown). The gun-crew of the ex-
hibit in the Mons War Museum consisted of
Sergt. C. K. Dickson, Gunners D. J. McQuarrie
and K. Greig. The gun in question was firing
the barrage at 5 p.m., Nov. 10, on the canal bank
at the south-western outskirts of Mons. The
Germans opened at once on the battery. Lieut.
Longworth, standing behind the gun dirécting
its lifts, was mortally wou All the gun-
ners also sustained casueldes. Lieut. Long-
worth was the last man killed in action in the
Divisional Artillery. He was buried in the
etery at Jamappes.”

The Canadian Section also contains paintings,
scrolls, typical Canadian uniforms and other
souvenirs of special interest.

Congratuvlating the Moens authoritles on their
magnificent undertaking, The Legionary says:
“At least this Belgian town does actually posses
a museum which cherishes Canadian souvenirs
of the Great War. That is more than can be
said of Canada or any Canadian ¢ Even the
Canadian collection of War Memorial paintings,
valued twenty years ago at more than $1,000,-
00e, continues te repose in modest obsenrity in
the basement of an Ottawa skating rink.”

It is reported that legislation providing for a
comprehensive scheme of prison reform will
again be introduced in Parliament next session
by the Minister of Justice, Rt.

PORTANT SYMPTOM OF HEART
FAILURE — BREATHLESSNESS

We k of a heart as normal
or heal yulonsulalsdog:g
its work properly—pushing bl
out as fast as it flows in. there

tra be t, some irregularity, any one
of which is not normal, but still
the heart continues to pump blood
out as fast as it comes in, we
speak of the heart as being ‘com-
pensated’. As long as it is com-
pensated, the leaking valve, extra
beat, and irregularity are not im-
portant, It can thus be seen that
main question about the heart is
“Can it pump the blood out as fast

as it comes in?"

The first sign that the heart is
not able to do its work properly
is what s called dyspnea or
breathlessness, which begins to
come on earlier or sooner from
doing the same amount of work
or exercise. Other early symptuoms

are pallor of the face and a
slight swelling of the feet.
“Dyspnea, difficult breathing, or

breathlessness is one of the most,
if not the most, important symp-
tom in early failure of ‘he heart.
The patient will notice that his
breathlessness comes on with less
work or exercise than bpefore.” A
simple {llustration of this is given
by Dr. Harry L. Smith in the
Mayo Clinic number of Medical
Clinics of North America.

“The most common exercise 1s
walking, and the degree of distress
or breathlessness that this pro-
duces depends upon several factors
such as speed with which one
walks, whether route is level or up-
hill, whehter walk is taken after a
meal or when stomach is empty,
whether a cold wind. After a large
meal, walking rapidly up a steep
hill, on,a cold day, against a
strong wind, and at the same time
talking, will produce breathlessness
in most healthly individuals.” The
test then is simply getting out of
breath sooner doing the same ex-
ercise under the same circum-
stances. 5
By recognizing this breathlessness
as an early sign of a failing heart,
the patient, by doing less exercise
or.work, learns to live mithin_ the
power of his heart and so lives
many years.

It must be rersembered, how-
ever, that other conditions besides
a failing heart can cause difficult
breathing or breathlessness such
as (a) nervousness, (b) eating too
much acid foods—meat, eggs, fish,
cereals, (¢) nose being blocked,
(d) chronic bronchitis, (e) over-
weight, and others.
