GIVEN_ENTHUSIASTIG

MOSCOW-—The second _general sit-

ting of the national conference was
held this afternoon. General Kornil-
off, commander-in-chief, entered the
ball in. company with Premier Ker-
ensky. Hig appearance was the sig-
nal for a prolonged and enthusiastic
ovatich. All the delegates cheered
for Ruseia, the revolutionary govern:
ment and the army. Cladimif Nab-
oukoff, a prominent Social Democrat,
speaking in the name of the. (first
Duma declared the country aimed at
the establishment of a strong and in-
dependent power uninfluenced by pol-
itical parties, a power which, based
on democrtic principles, would s
tablish obedience to law, civil liberty
and personal security.

M. Naboukoff said the members of
the first Duma repudiated with in-
dignation all thoughts' of a separate
peace, and that if they were to have
peace they did not desire it to be re
sult of German victory, but the con-
triumph of Russia

and her dllies.

M. Alexinsky made a similar de-
claration on behalf of the second
Duma.

GERMAN PRISONERS
ESGAPE AT AMHERST

AMHERST.—Two German prison-
ers made a successful escape from
the internment camp on ‘the High -
lands at an early hour Thursday mor- -
ning. How the interned Hung man-
aged to elude the sentry and pene -
trate the barb wire entanglements is
a mystery to the officers at the camp
but in some manner they dic so,
crossed over Park St.. went through
a field of oats and into the nearby
woods. A. Peters and T. Reana are
the men who made the escape, The
latter speaks excellent Hnglish while
the former in his use of that tongue
is not far Behind his comrade. The
descriptions are as follows: T. Reana,
complexion fair, height 5 feet, 5 inch-
es, hair light, eyes blue, right eye
slightly' crossed, defective, weight one
hundred and fifty pounds, tatoo marks
on both arms, wearing a dark blue
suit. A. Peter's has good appearance,
fair hair light, eyes grayish blue,
height 6 feet 8 inches, inclined to be
stout, weight one hundred and eighty
pounds, wearing blug suit.

Since the last escape from the ex-
perimental farm the Teutonic prigon-
ers have been conducting themselves
with the utmost decorum.
