.BURYING PLACE FOR ANIMALS.

Every considerable town or city needs
some ready means of disposing of the
dead animals that from tlme to time fall
on its streets. Practically there are only
two ways that this-can be done, and these
ave by burial or by cremation. It is quite
a costly business to establish and main-
tain a crematory for dead animals and tl e
business to be done by it here would not
warrant the outlay for its erection and
maintenance. We must therefore fall
back upon the primitive method of burial,
And first of all a plot of ground is requir-
ed, not necessavily a large one, and not
too far removed from the ¢ity. The want
of some such place has been made the
excuse for throwing the dead carcases .in-
to the harbor or river, or for leaving them
exposed on the shore. It seems proper
that the city should provide such a plot,
by purchase or lease, and so help to solve
the problem., A c:tizen who takes a strong
interest in this matter offers a cash prem-
ium of five dollars to the first person who
will suggest through The Guardian a bur-
ial place that will be suitable for the pur-
pose and satisfactory to the City Council,
in price and location,
