Dear Mr, Gordon:—The occasion
of your approaching departure
from amongst us, while it is deeply
to be regretted, has at least two
compensating features: it gives to
you a larger scope for the exercise
of those qualities of mind and heart
for which al your friends admire
you: and it gives to us, speaking for
the Session and Congregation of
Trinity United Church, an oppor-
tunity to tell you how highly we es-
timate your work and worth in the
many-sided life of our Church.
The name you bear has many
honourable associations in the re-
ligious life of our land. Its mention
conjures up the figures of eminent
scholars, of wise leaders, of pioneer-
ing missionary martyrs—all men of
granite quality.
